the Great Lakes. A large number of
blocks were sold by two companies in
1017, but not so lnrge ms in 18186, The
high price of blocks in 1917, cuused by
the high cost of operation and the in-
creased cost of laying puvements, dimin-
ished to some extent the demand. Fur-
thermore, the shortage of labor, boats
and cars made it difficult to supply the
demand that existed Owing to these con
ditions, one company that wus active in
1010 did not operate in 1917

Pennsylvania sand Maryland, supplying
nearby though large markets, each
showed a decresse of approximately 50
per cent. in quantity sold. This Inrge de-
crense was attributed privelpaily to the
postponement of municipal improvements
that had been planned.

The four wouthern states, Virginis,
