Vermont Extminn Service Urges the Richard Patnod of Rutland Rescues Lad

Use of Milk.

The extension service of the Univer-|
sity of Vermont and state agricultural |
college again urges the use of milk and |
yet more milk, especially for the chil-|
dren.

In spite of war conditions, the health
and welfure of our liome population must
be kept above par. Nourishment of our |
children has rightly been said to be the|
firit duty of the nation! Milk fat
{eream and Tbutter) romotes body
growth and repair. Mlqk proteins re
place meat. The mineral salts of milk
are necessury for both growth and re.
pair. Every child of 1§ mounths to 12
vears of uge for health safety should
inve one and one-half pints of milk every |
iuy.

An fmportant work of every individ
ual community should be to regulate the
cleanliness and cost of milk and to con-
stantly advertise the importance of its
regular use, for it has rightly been called |
the greatest single factor for safety inl
the human diet

Too many children “do not like milk.”
But these same youngsters do like pota-
to soup and other vegetablas combined
with milk into sonps (one-half eup or
more of cooked wnd strained vegetnbles
to two cups milk), Such soups provide
an exéellent way of cultivating the taste
of such vegetables as carrots, tumips,
peas, spinach and other greens. Enthu-
glasm for thess homely regulators of
our health often needs stimulation, espe
clally during adolescence. The common
“milk gravy" is, of conrse, a thick milk
soup, Such soups and gravies should be
free from unpalatable lumps of thicken
ing material,

Milk thickened with comn  starch
{usunlly two level tablespoons to one cup
milk), saited, swostensd a little, well
cooked and flavored-—sometimes with
chovolste or cocon—makes a delicious
dessert served with sweetened top milk
or cream or 4 soft custard.
