To-da- on the fields of the
Marne, they are meeting the supreme
test of their exaltation. It is for us at
homo to prove worthy in the support we
give to, them not only of the French peo-

ple's thought of our boys, but of their
heroism in the solemn offer of their lives.

A Great American on Personal Economy.
In another war, at another time, when

every ounce of' energy and every pound
of food and munitions the country pro-
duced were needed to sustain the peo-
ple's struggle against autocratic rule,
one of the greatest Americans wrote to
his daughter a letter on the subject of
her personal expenditures which in its
succinct and clear exposition of the duty
devolving on a loyal citizen has lost
nothing with the passage of the years.
It is from the hand of Benjamin Frank-
lin, statesman. and philosopher. Us ad-
dressed his daughter, Sarah, and wrote
from Paasy, France, where he was serv-

ing freedom as a million of his country-
men are serving freedom in France to-

day, undr date of June 3, 1779. Tluwe
are Franklin's words i

"When I began to read your account
of the high prices of goods, 'a pair of
gloves $7, a yard of common gauze $24,
and that it now required a fortune to
maintain a family in a very plain way,' I
expected you would conclude with tell-

ing me that everybody, as well as your-
self, was grown frugal and industrious,
and I could scarce believe my eyes in
reading forward, that 'there never was
to much pleasure and dressing going on,'
and that you yourself wanted black pins
and feathers from France, to appear, I
suppose, in the mode!

"This leads me to imagine that per-
haps it is not so much that the goods
are grown dear as that the money has
grown cheap, as everything else will do
when excessively plenty; and that peo-
ple are still as easy nearly in their cir-

cumstances, as when a pair of gloves
might be had for half a crown. The
war indeed may in some degree raise
the prices of goods, and the high taxes
which are necessary to support the war
may make our frugality necessary; and
as I am always preaching that doctrine,
I cannot in conscience or in decency en-

courage the contrary, by my example, in
furnishing my children with foolish
modes and luxuries.

"I therefore send all the articles you
desire that are useful and necessary, and
omit the rest; for, as you say, you
should have great pride in wearing any-
thing I send, and showing it as your
father's taste,' I must avoid giving you
an opportunity of doing that with either
lace or feather

"If you will wear your cambric ruffles
as I do, and take care not to mend the
holes, they will come in time to be lace;
and feathers, my dear girl, may be had
in America from every cock's tail."

We have heard many orators urging
economy on their auditors, and have
read many ritten and printed appeals
designed to influence the public to trim
its expenditures to the needs of the na-
tion. Some of the speakers have been
eloquent, some of the writers profound,
all of them sincere and determined, but
none of them has succeeded in bettering
the remarks of Benjamin Franklin to
his daughter on the subject of personal
economy. New York Sun.

AN ARMY OF FAITH.

Americans Are Meeting the Expectations
cf French.

' German journalists can see in the im-

mense enthusiasm of the French press
and people over the American soldiers

nothing but a purpose to flatter our

troops into a reckless sacrifice of their
lives. With Germans, the Yankee fight-

ers are the dupes of the entente, to be
cajoled and led onward to their death for
a cause which is not theirs. To this view
the Germans are moved by their own es-

timate of the American nation and peo-
ple, a expressed in' the propaganda upon
which, they expended years of time and
millions of money. They imagined that
they could cajole us into sacrificing our-
selves for them. Their attempt failed.
And now they behold America advancing
in her might to the support of France.
How can the German mind account for
the phenomenon except on the ground
that a French propaganda has succeeded
when . the German failed t They judge
the whole world by themselves. The
truth is, of course, that the French have
never, with us, had any other propaganda
than that of their history as our saviors
in 1781, nor practiced any other art of
winning than that of their leadership in
art, in literature, in the world of beauty,
in liberal ideas and in the fact that the
classic torch of
passed down through Greece and Rome,
is held high in their hand to-da- In the
French welcome to the Americans, and
the noble words of appreciation for our
soldiers, there is no more than natural
gratitude and admiration.

We . do not believe that our soldiers
will be spoiled by the praise of their
French brethren, for they have the stress
aad sacrifice of battle to steady their
heads The trenches and the roar and
fierce peril of terrible modern warfare
are pretty sure to take the vanity out of
any fighting man. But perhaps we who
remain at home are in danger of lotting
our heads a little over some of this heart
felt French praise. Certainly the honors
the French are paying to our nation are
unexampled. When has an American
newspaper devoted the whole of a daily
issue, with the exception of two or three
columns of other news, to an event which
concerns a single foreign nation! Never,!
perhaps ; but we note with interest that
the Issue of the Paris Figaro of July 5 is
given up almost wholly to the Franco- -

American celebrations ol tbe preceding
day to the ceremonies in connection
with the dedication ol the Avenue du
President Wilson, the addresses delivered
on that occasion, an exchange of official

telegrams, the address of President Wil-
son at Mount Vernon, and to editorials
and special articles on various phases of
the American "invasion" of France. And
what wols of appreciation these articles
contain I

Foremost among them is one by Groa- -

claude on "The American Crusade," and
it is thrilling indeed by reason of the
dramatic picture which the writer is able. . .i e j v : tw preneni vi uie arrival oi a Brem con-

voy of American troops but a few days
before. On a destroyer which had been
sent out to meet one of these convoys,
the writer awaits, at a silent rendezvous
in the midst of the "wide, wide sea," the
appearance of a fleet, headed by the
steamship George Washington, which
bears, in a single argosy, no fewer than
45,000 American soldiers. We see the
great ships bearing down 12,000 soldiers
on a single vessel. This to the imagina-
tive French observer is the actual arrival
of a nation which has risen en masse,
not to conquer, but to protect the world
against conquest. He sees in this armada
a new crusade, not less holy than those
of-- the middle ages, and more efficacious.
Like the crusaders of old en route to Je-

rusalem, the Americans are in France
not for themselves but for a cause; it is
the abdication of the individual to the
sense of duty.

"From ocean to ocean the people of the
United States have enrolled themselves
in a Christian Crusade for the deliver-
ance of the Holy Plnces where civiliza-
tion was born and whence independence
has sprung. Their soldiers come in hosts,
young and souna, iuu oi vigor ami roiin-den?-

offering to the cause of justice a
noble army with which all the past has
nothing to compare a torrent of men

streaming from anin exhaustible fountain.
The warriors of the Right are born of a
race of emigrants without guile, whose
moral force matches the vigor of their
bodies; it is a race that has been moulded
and sifted by a long warfare with the
elements and with the savage; ceaseless
devotion to athletic sports has trained
and hardened its physique; pure in his
morals, inspired by the highest senti-
ment of family love, serious under arms,
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
