The memorial servies held for Private
Ralph Henry at the hospital Sunday
morning at the usunl time of the chupel
exercises there was a fitting testimonial
to one who had made the supreme sac-
rifice, One who was very popular with
those who knew him, had been 14 times
to the front and always wrote to his
mother the cheeriest of letters, was Pri-
vate Henry., He enlisted at the time he
was an attendant at the hospital, one
of the stars in the service flag of the
institution being for him. Private Ralph
Henry enlisted in the National Guard,
Co. C of Barre, and was tranaferred from
the National Guard to the regular army,
from this to lieadaulrtc-ru company, and
from this to Co. B, 10lst machine gun
battalion. Sunday morning the chapel
was crowded. It had been beautifully
decorated in ferns and cut flowers and
the stars and stripes, by the attend-
ants and patients, while tiv service flag,
now having its star of gold, hung in a
prominent place. The music was wall
chosen and well rendered by the hospital
choir, “Star Spangled Banner” und “Bat-
tle Hymn of the Republic” being effee-
tively ueed, Rev, Dr. Albert W. Clark,

Then, too, for over one and & half years
my eldest son has been doing war duty
in France, I stand here to-day as one
who loves our brave men at the front.

The apostle Paul
tolls the Corinthiuns, ‘Quit ye like men,
be strong” The holy seriptures appre-
clate bravery and commend it. Our state
believes in brave men. Soldiers them:
