Board of Health Makes Sweeping Order,
Which Covers Whole State.

Burlington, Oct. 7. The state board of
health in eession- here Friday issued an
order closing all echoota, churches, pic-

ture houses, places of publfc entertain-
ment and all public assembiange of peo-

ple throughout the (state until furulicr
notice.

This is the most drastic action ever
taken by the health board in its history.
The official notice was telftgraph?d to
every health officer in the 247 town and
cities in the state. In the interpreta-
tion of the order much has been left to
the local health board. When Winooski
received the order Saturday afternoon
the health board of that town imme-

diately classified swfoon a public gath-
ering places and these were closed.

There were reported to the state board
Saturday 0,457 cases of Influenza in the
state and the official Jiave no doubt that
the number of new cases was much near-
er 7.0(H).

Very few oasw reported are among
elderly people, which lead physicians to
beffieve that a person who has had trou-
ble once is immune. A peculiar feature
of the epidemic is that it affects the
eastern side of the state much worse
than the western side.
