BACK.

One of the greatest services to be done
Vermont in a generation is to direct the
current of Vermont youth back to Ver-

mont during the coming year. Approxi-

mately 20,000 young men have gone out
of the state during the past few years,
chiefly to enter the service of their coun-

try but in considerable measure to work
in some business which was enjoying a
boom incident to the war. Already many
of the men have returned to their home
towns in Vermont but many others are
wavering in the balance whether to pull
up stakes completely and settle in some
new location. To encourage them to
make a decision to return to Vermont,
as well as to encourage other discharged
service men to take up their residence in

Vermont, would be a good work for some

Vermont organization or state depart-
ment to' take up. If Vermont is not to
lose out in the readjustment of men and
things after the signing of the treaty of

peace, then Vermont must be awake to
the rivalry which is bound to arise
among the states. Some well-directe-

publicity propaganda, directed perhaps
by the state publicity department, could
be used as an opening effort toward get-

ting our own men back to Vermont
There should be no delay in this matter.
