IL were easy to imagine some young
person expressing mild surprise at the
performance of the southern troops in
the last weeks of the war—and just
as ensy to imagine some gy old veteran
taking the youngster aside and giving
him a little lerture on the fighting qual-
ities of the men from Tennessee and the
Carolinas, The “old fellow™ didn't have
to be told that once the Bouth had its
fighting spirit up it would send some of
the serappiest fighters into the war. For
example, the “old fellow” isn't at all
surprised that the Wildeat division, com-
posed chietly of southerners, had more
than 7,000 casunlties.

It was this division, you will remem-
ber, that aided in the breaking of the
Hindenburg line betwoen Cambral and
St Quentin, Tt is one of the chief glor-
ies of the United States in the war that
it helped in demonstrating that the Ger:
mans had no defen<ive line that they
conld not hold. The story of the nchieve
ment of the Americans at this point is
one of the most thrilling of the war, The
sontherners netunlly made the initial
hreach at one wide point in the famous
line. Then, amid cheers that rose above
the roar of the guns, the Australians
leap-frogged them, and passed on to fur-
ther triumph. And then men from all
the Englich-speaking Innds completed
the work of the demolition of the Hin-
denburg line. Conan Doyle tells us aliout
it in one of his fine deseriptions, tells
how he hurried to the battle zone, went
us far forward as he wan permitted to
go, far up into the fire, took » position
on a disabled tank—but his own words
nee botter: "I staod on that tank and
wgw the five-mile breach in the Hinden.
burg line that the Amerieans had made."”
