Edwards.

In order that the committee may get
some idea as to how many will be pres-
ent at this reception it is requested that
those .intending to be present will for-
ward their names to the General Ed-

wards Committed, box 31)8, stating what
part of the service they belong to, or, if
relatives, the name of the relative in the
service and the branch in which they are
serving. This invitation is extended to
those in the city and town of Barre,

Brookfield, Chelsea, Washing-
ton, Topsham, Orange, East and North
Montpelier, Plainiield, Marshfield, Cabot,
Calais, Woodbury and Berlin. AH parties
intending to be present should have their
ruinies forwarded to the committee by
Tioirsday, Jan. 9.

AT AN OFFICIAL DINNER

' GIVEN BY PEOPLE

Mayor of Rome Welcomed
the President to the City
and Told of the Gratitude
of Italy to America.

. Fire Island, N. Y Jan., 4. Removal
of 200 wounded, the last of the army
transport, Northern Pacific's soldier-passeng-

lift aboard the stranded liner,
was begun early to-da- y under clearing
skies and in an even sea. Submarine
chasers and naval launches, carrying the
men to the hospital ship Solace, were
expected, to complete the operation be-

fore noon.
Four naval launches drew alongside

the ship, which developed a heavier sea-
ward list during the night.

As the first party of litter cases were
lowered over the troops ship's side, the
soldiers saw the sun for the first time
since their transport ran aground, with-
in a few hours of their home port, early
Wednesday nlorning. The submarine
chaser, her deck brown with prone and
sHting figures in khaki, shot away from
the big vesel's lee in a flood of sun sun-

light. Motor boats followed in the chas-
er's wake, wallowing through the seas
toward the hospitalship fckilae, which had
eded shoreward to within less than a
mile of the Northern Pacific. Observer
on shore, watching through .glasses, saw
the helpless soldiers raised aboard the
hospital ship through her porta. The
Solace was rolling heavily but the navy
men worked skillfully and the retcues
were effected without accident.

When two big wrecking tugs, after an
hour's work, failed to stir the troop
ship, imbedded in tenfeet of sand, naval
vessels began taking off baggage in an
effort to lifrhlen the vessel.

Captain Meade, coast guard officer in
charge of naval operation on shore, said
the transport was under little strain and
in no danger. 8he grounded, he added,
at high tide and with a south wind driv-

ing th a seas high on the beach and sim-

ilar condition would facilitate selvage.

workers, still on duty on the beach, kept
vi;ril in a biting northwest wind, with
a temperature below freesbg while the
aftermath of the night's snow storm

Rome, Jan. 4. President Wilson
to-da- y was received at the Vatican
by Pope Benedict.

The president's arrival was an-

nounced by the master of the
chamber to the pope, who awaited
the president in the throne room,
where two gilded armchairs bad
been placed. The president waa
admitted immediately to the pres-
ence of the pope, who waa gowned
in white. '

On his way to the' throne room
the president was accompanied by
a procession of Vatican servants.
The procession made its way
through ball filled with antique
pictures and precious tapestries.

As the president entered the
the ante-chamb- er to the papal
apartments he waa preceded by the
the Fontificial Chamberlains. Gen-

darmes in immence busbys and
the palatine guard end the noble
guard in their red tunics were
drawn up to greet him.

Units abroad assigned to early convoy,
in addition to those already embarked
now total 292,000. Troops in the United
States and abroad designated for demo-
bilization, General March said, total
1179,000.

Demobilisation of the army at home
has now reached the last class, .the com-
bat divisions. Orders for the breaking
up of these units already have been sent
ont. and the task will proceed gradually,
under week to week designations of the
number to be let out.

The progress of demobilization is being
maintained, official reports show, an in-

complete total givjng 630,369 men and
40,491 officers discharged up to Jan. 3.

The anny reorganization bill to be
presented to Congress early next week
will contain provisions giving authority
to the war department ta incorporate
in the new regular forces those tempo-
rary officers who made good in the war,
General March said. There are no va-
cancies in the ranks of the old regular
army, it was said, every commissioned
grade being filled.

Officers who have indicated their des-

ire-to maintain their connection with
the permanent forces are being held in

camp and not discharged as their turn is
reached.

General Pershing ha$ been instructed
to use in the army of occupation officers
in similar status abroad.

In reply to an inquiry regarding per-
sistent reports that batteries B and D,
160th field artillery, 42 division, had been
practically wiped out in aetiim, General
Murch said Major General Charles T.
Menohcr, former commander of the 42J,
who now is In Washington,, had stated
specifically that such reports were un-

founded. These units, he said, had not
suffered any unusually heavy losses.

General March requested that atten-
tion be called to the fact that the war
riU in.tn ranee bureau W art aithwml of
the treasury deparimfitt and fjWs 'ttM
come under the war department.
