American Delegates Think That Compre-

hensive Plans Already Laid Out

Will Not Be Delayed Long.

Paris, Feb. IB. The American dele-

gates to the peace conference, when they
learned of the attempt upon Premier
Clemenceau's life to-da- began to con-

sider the effect of the event upon their
own plans in connection with the confer-
ence. On the assumption that the of-

ficial reports minimizing the nature of
M. Clemenceau's injuries were correct,
the belief was expressed that there
would not be any great delay in the ex-

ecution of the comprehensive plans laid
out for the proceedings of the peace con-

ference during the absence of President
Wilson and David Lloyd George, the
British premier.

Premier Clemenceau when he was shot
was on his way to a conference with
Colonel E. M. House, of the American
peace delegation, and Arthur J. Balfour,
the British foreign secretary. The con-

ference had been fixed for 10 o'clock at
the war office, when an important ques-
tion was to be taken up concerning more
rapid procedure before the supreme coun-
cil.

The news of the attempted assassina-
tion reached Colonel House by telephone
from the foreign office just as he was
starting from the Hotel Do Crillon with
Secretary Iialfour to meet Premier Clem-
enceau at the Quai d'Orsey. The two
men at once began to consider what
steps should be taken regarding the gen-
eral situation created by the event.

Word soon came that the results of
the first examination indicated the
wound was not serious, but it was real-
ized that, owing to his advanced age, the
premier might for some time be unable
to give his personal attention to the
completion of the peace conference's
work. Since he had attended personally
to certain subjects now under considera-
tion, it follows that so far as these are
concerned there must be a temporary
suspension of activity. These subjects
were very important, affecting the whole
plan of the conference's operation, inas-
much as they related to the consumma-
tion of an early treaty of peace.

HAD DIED DURING NIGHT.
Paris, Feb. 19. Georges Clemenceau, France's aged but vigor-

ous premier, was shot and slightly wounded this morning, as he
was entering his automobile for a drive.

Five shots were fired by the assassin, and it was at first report-
ed that the premier had been wounded in the head. It developed
later, however, that the wounds were in his back and shoulder and
that he seemingly was not dangerously hurt.

The shooting took place at 8:55 o'clock this morning, as the
premier was leaving his house in the Rue Franklin to go to the
war office.

The assassin was an ordinary-lookin- g man, dressed as a work-

man. Five shots were fired, of which one took effect in the pre-

mier's shoulder.
The assailant was arrested.

Washington, D. C, Feb. 10. Trial by
courtmartial of two naval officers in con-

nection with charges of bribery and
graft in the third naval district has been
ordered by Secretary Daniels.

It was announced to-da- y that suffi-

Mr. Daniels said there was no evi-

dence of similar conditions in other dis-

Aldrich Library in Need of Aid.
The matter which caused the prolonga-

tion of the city council meeting beyond
the usual length was the presentation of
a request from the trustees of the Aid-ric- h

library for an increased appropria-
tion from the city treasury because of
the fact that the trustees find themselves
somewhat pressed for funds. The case
of the trustees was frankly stated by
E. W. Bisbee and H. H. Jackson, who,
with H. K. Averill, appeared before the
council. Mr. Bisbee recited at some
length the history of the Aldrich library
fund coming from the estate of Leonard
F. Aldrich and willed to the people of
the city and the town of Barre in trust
for the purpose of a library. Mr. Bisbee
explained that the library is really the
property of the people of Barre albeit it
must remain in trust for all time
through stipulation of the will; and be
stated, further, that the trustees had e:
deavored to consult with the public
through the city council and the individ-
ual citizens and local organizations in
various matters pertaining to the erec-
tion, of the library building. The library
building, he said, eost $4li,;102, exclusive
of the site, which was generously do-

nated by the city.
When the erection of the building was

Started the trustees fcad only $19,389.47
in hand but they had realized oil the sale
of the Aldrich farm $10,H00 and on west-
ern investments the additional sum of
$1,000. The old bank building at the
corner of North Main and Elm streets
which was included in the benefaction
was torn down and was replaced by a
modern business structure; and from
this structure comes the chief income to
support the library, with ,$.'i(0 contribut-
ed annually by the city for maintenance
of the library and the dog license ac-

count for the purchase of books.
At this point Mr. Jackson took up the

presentation of the trustees' case and
said that there is n mortgage of $18,000
on the Aldrich business block; that the
trustees had to sign a note for $1,000
during the past year to meet increased
expenses incident to the war and the
high coil of living; and that certain im-

perative repairs that are contemplated
would necessitate an outlay of $400. The
trustees have pared expenses in every
possible way and they find themselves
beset with a serious situation, so serious
that they cannot continue to keep the
library operating as at present without
aid.

If the Aldrich business block were free
of debt and the $000 interest charges
thus wiped out, it might be possible for
the library to lie but
there is little prospect of wiping out the
mortgage debt, as they hud hoped to do
through income from the business build-

ing. If the trustees could keep their
heads above water on current charges
they would consider the situation as far
less serious.

So they (the trustees! made the re-

quest that the city appropriate $1,200
in addition to the $:100 usually appro-
priated. , ,

After the trustees had presented their
case the council indulged in a brief dis-

cussion and expressed the hope that
something might be done to aid tho trus-
tees; but they considered that it was a
matter which shimld come before the
citizens inasmuch as the appropriation
might become a fixed charge. Therefore,
the motion prevailed to have the mayor
call a city meeting at the earliest pos-
sible moment so that the. citizens might
have the facts fully presented to them.

It was suggested that inasmuch as the
library was at the disposal of the people
of the town of Barre, as well as the city,
the town should lend some financial sup-

port to the trustees annually.
Routine Matters Soon Attended To.

Cither matters were quickly disposed of
by the council. The water department's
report for December was accepted. No-

tification from the Barre railroad that it
declined to pay its paving assessment of
$401 .28 was promptly followed by a vote
to refer the matter to the city attorney.
The importance of the hearing at the
