Success in Relief in the Near East Drive
Scores Highest f States.

It has been briefly announced that
the drive for relief' in 'the near east was
a success in Vermont, but this only brief-

ly tells the story. Vermont has honor
place among all the states in this worthy
cause. The state subscribed 157 per ce'tit
of her quota. Ohio was next with 150

per cent and Washington state with 141

per cent. '

Addison, Caledonia, Orange, Orleans,
Rutland, Windham and Windsor coun-
ties went over the top, while other coun-
ties lacked but little of reaching their
quotas. All but five towhs In Orange
county contributed their quotas.

The two towns that shine the bright-
est are Lyndon, in Caledonia county, and
Shoreham, in Addison csufity. They botrf
oversubscribed nearly 325 per cent. Ran-

dolph was 160 per cent and many towns
oversubscribed more than 100 per cent.
One hundred and twelve towns of the
state execeeded their quotas.

The" largest individual eontrilmtbn in
the state was $1,000. The lowest contri-

bution was1 one rent; there Were eetefal
of this amount.

Vermont's quota was .$50,000. The
actual amount raised is $7t,891, and once

again the old Green mountain state re-

cords its generosity in a worthy cause and
takes her place at the head of all the
states in this drive.

It has been a strenuous campaign at
headquarter at White Rivef .Tunctiort
and for all the workers in the field.
State Chairman Roland E. Stevens has
proven himself a most able organize.
His selection of county chairmen was
most fortunate. They put their hearts
into the work and refused td be discour-

aged by any obstacle.
Some of the eredit at least is due the

newspapers of the state. This was one of
the. few war drive campaigns In which

paid advertising was used and it also
was one of the few campaigns In v l.ich
the newspapers gave d generously cf
reading matter.
