lasting nearly four hours.

The
statement igsued by the commissionors
was e follaws:

“After careful consideration of the

evidence submitted ab the henring in the
junior high school trouble this school
board finds that the punishment admin-
istered was, in most cases, justified.”

Conditions would prob
ably be much worse without this law,
but no law that iEn't enforeed can he
effective. - It in obvious enough that the
drug evil is one thai cannot be stamped
out by sporadic crusades of the sort now
in progress in New York., Health Com-
miszioner Copeland thinks that the high
priee of whiskey, due to the anticipation
of prohibition, 1s"driving drinkers to the
wse of drugs. Aside from the seientifie

FIRST CARE OF BABY CHICKS.

Some Directions for the Beginner and
These Not Beginners.

The first requirement. of voung chicks

warmth, 1f yon raise them under
hens, this feature is ull taken care of;
if under brooders, you should have it
thoroughly warmed, dried out and regu-
luted before putting chicka in.

Do not feed them until they are al
lenst 86 hours old, because their natural
food (the yolk) is provided for that pur-
pose and must be assimilated; feeding
artificial food too soon is apt to prevert
the yolk from being assimilated und the
yolk hurdens with fatal results,

Plenty of exercise is very beneficial, it
builds up a vitality to ward off disease,
increases development, a more uniform
growth in the fock, less mortality and
tewer runis,

Confine the mother hen during the first
two weeks, letting the chicks run at
large; this prevents the hen from taking
the chicks into the wet grass and damp
};luveﬂ, of where the ehicks could not
ollow readily, thus causing the weaker
ones to be leit beohind. If your present
method of feeding chicks hns not been
successful, it may not be the fault of
the ration; perhaps it is lack of exercise.
Make them work more, so as to be able
to digest the food; also to enable them
to work off the poikon and indigestible
materia]l that is present in most foods.
The best halamw]) ration ever concocted
is liable to fail if the chicksa are not
made to exercige. A vary poorly bal-
anced ration often gets by with plenty
of exercise.

A very good baulanced ration is as fol-
lows: 5 pounds fine cracked corn, 3
pounds cracked wheat, 2 pounds riuh:-ad
oatmenl, hulled or rolled oats. For the
dry mash, use equal parts eorn meal,
bran and rolled oats.
