Auditor Graham. That a much larger
sum than reported by the expert ac-

countants has been taken is known by
one man in the state at least and he
would be willing to go to the auditor's
books and find out the full amount tak-
en if the public officials will authorize
him to.

The supreme court
should insist upon the hearing of this
case and giving its opinion on it.

More might be said, but it is clear the
public desires justice in these cases and
will not long condone the failure of the
state officials to remove from the state

THE GRAHAM CASE.

Demand Made for Early Trial of the
Allegation.

Elsewhere we publish an able editorial
from the Burlington Free Press regard-
ing the case of State vs. Horace F. Gra-

ham, on the docket of the Washington
county court, since the return of an in-

dictment by a grand jury in December,
1918, and set for trial at the March term
of that court, but for some reason con-
tinued at that time at the request of
the state prosecuting officers. There has
been much comment in the Vermont
press disapproving of the apparent at-

tempt to let this and the companion
case of State vs. Dewey T. Hanley, at
the timo of indictment state purchasing
agent, remain on the docket untried.
Some erroneous statements have been
made but without exception the news-

papers of Vermont have called for justice
in these cases the same as would be
meted out to wrongdoers of less degree,
and we believe have represented the sen-

timent of the average cithcen of the state.
None of these cases can be tried now

until the September term of Washing-
ton county court, but failure to bring
them to trial then will bring the sever-
est censure on the officials whose duty
it is to prosecute them in behalf of the
state.

Among the erroneous statements made
was the quietly circulated one that Gov-
ernor P. Sv. Clement was unwilling the
present attorney general should employ
II. G. Barber of this town to assist him
in the trial of the case. The fact is,
Governor Clement approved of the em-

ployment of Mr. Barber, he being the
official who investigated the case and se-

cured the indictment of Graham and
Hanley.

That there has been a strong effort to
prevent these cases from being brought
to trial is generally admitted by those
conversant with conditions. Just who
is trying to defeat justice in this case
cannot be stated but they are using
matches in a powdered magazine and are
likely to give an exhibition of mangled
remains as soon as the public learns
their identity.
