ARBITRATE U. S. DISPUTE.

Japan Appoints One of Her Leading Fig-

ures in Finance.

Tokio, June 27. Baron Ki-ic-

Japan's leading figure in finance
and industry, has been appointed arbi-
trator in the case of the shipping con-

tracts entered into by the United states
and Japanese shipbuilders.

The United States shipping board has
contracts in Japan for the building of
30 steamers, of an aggregate tonnage of
123,000, the contracts calling for the
payment to Japanese shipyards of about
$48,000,000. Captain Frederick J. Home,
the American naval attache at Tokio,
formerly served as arbitrator of any
disputes that might arise as to specifica-
tions or delays. As Captain Home was
transferred to Washington, it became
necessary to name a successor and the
choice fell to Baron Shibusawa.

Will Be Three Times That of Last Year,

According to Survey Conducted by
the Department of Agri-

culture.
Commercial stocks of wheat reported

in a survey made by the department of
agriculture for June 1, 1019, amounted
to 61,392,808 bushels. These holdings
were reported by 8,1181 firms, comprising
elevators, warehouses, grain and flour
mills, and wholesale dealers, and repre-
sented nearly three times the stocks
held by the same firms on June 1, 1918,
the actual' percentage being 274.5 per
cent of the 1918 stocks. The figures refer
to stocks actually reported and do not
represent the total commercial stocks of
the country nor do they include stocks on
farms.

Visible Supply Figures Compared.
The commercial visible supply figures,

as, published
'

by the Chicago board of
trade for May 31, 1919, show 23,702,000
bushels of wheat, as against 1,14(1,000 a
year earlier. The corresponding Brad-stre-

figures show 27,626,000 bushels, as
against 4,379,000 for 1918. As compared
with the same date last year, these fig-

ures, as well as those obtained by the
more extensive survey, show a very
great relative increase in commercial
stocks of whfat on June' 1, 1910.

Other Cereals, Flour and Corn MeaL

The commercial stocks of other cereals
reported for June 1, 1919, according to
the department's statement, were as fol-

lows: Corn, 17,254,576 bushels; oats,
45,770,643 bushels; barley.- - 20,013,375
bushels; rye, 14,624,321 bushels. These
stocks represent the following percentage
of the corresponding stock on June 1,
1919: Corn, 476 per cent; oats, 90.6 per
cent; barley, 207.2 per cent; rye 316.1

per cent.
The commercial stock of flour and

corn meal, as reported for the survey,
were as follows: Wheat flour, white,
6,653,0S1 barrels; whole wheat and gra-
ham flour, 32,065 barrels; barley flour,
17,822 barrels; rye flour, 165,243 barrels;
corn flour, 6,128427 pounds; com meal,
40,297,627 pounds; buckwheat flour,

pounds; mixed flour, 15.299,679

pounds. These stocks represent the fol-

lowing percentages of the stocks on hand
a year ago: Wheat flour, white, 121.8

per cent; whole wheat and graham flour,
31 per cent; barley flour, 4.6 per cent;
rye flour, 31.1 per cent; corn flour, 14.3

per cent; corn meal, 29.1 per cent; buck-

wheat flour, 326.8 per cent; mixed flour,
158.5 per cent.

Stocks of Selected Commodities.

Elevators, warehouses, and wholesale
dealers reported stocks of dry edible
beans amounting to 5,291,550 bushels,
while wholesale grocers and warehouses
reported the following commodities In
the quantities indicated: Cleaned rice.
90.013,887 pounds; rolled oats, 37,641,123
pounds; canned salmon, 110.202,642

pounds; panned tomatoe. ' 199j98,l60
pounds; canned corn, 86,640.754 pound ;

sugar, 225,315.574 pounds. These stocks
represent the following percentages of
the corresponding stocks on hand June 1,

1918: Beans, 96.5 per cent; rice, 93.1 per
cent: rolled oats, 77.7 per cent; canned
tomatoes, 202.3 per cent; canned corn,
191.8 per cent; sugar, 95.4 per cent.

BLIND CAN WORK IN SHIPYARDS.

They Will Be Available as Well is the
Maimed.

San Francisco, June 28. That both the
blind as well as the msimed of the great
war are fully capable of doing certain
necessary work in shipyards, rigging
lofts and hangars is the opinion of F.
J. Luebbert, head of a tent manufactur-
ing concern, who made he discovery
while endeavoring io find sufficient help
in order to fill his war contracts with the
United States government.

Short of help for preparing foot stops
and guy ropes for his tents, which con-

sisted in knotting and splicing, is occurred
to Mr. Lubbert that if the blind were

capable of becoming adept at basket
weaving, the same principles would ap-
ply to making complicated knots and
splices. His offer of work to the stu-

dents of several institutions for the blind
was accepted and the result proved a
complete success.

For the foot rope, or loop that hold
to the tent peg, the Matthew Walker
knot is used, among the most compli-
cated known to mariner. By patient
work, and with the aid of a heavy rope
over which Mr. Lubbert could guide the
hands of his pupils the workers were
able, at the end of the week, to make
the knot, as well as their teacher.

"Not only could they do as well as
myself, but they could do it a whole lot
faster. I paid them three-fourth- s of a
cent for every foot stop delivered and
they averaged bet ween $4 and $5 a day.
Out of several millions of these foot
stops delivered there was, not a sin-

gle rejection. I also taught them how
guy ropes were spliced and whipped and
they became equally expert in this.

"Under the circumstances, I am con-

vinced that these people could be ex-

pertly used by the United States ship-
ping board in making the rigging for the
new merchant marine fleet which we are
constructing. There is much work in
rigging lofts that they can do as expertly
as a sound worker.

"With the tremendous growth in avia-
tion, which I believe is bound to come,
they also could be employed in the han-

gars, where wire cables have to be
wrapped by rope."

' champion. Monahan based his prediction
on his close1 knowledge of Willard's phys-

ical condition, gained through several

years of work with him. It was Mona- -

lian who conditioned Willard for his

match with Jack Johnson at Havana.
Monahan asserted that the muscles

protecting Willard's stomach are like

rods of iron and that Dcmpsey will not
lie able to hurt him with stomach
punches.

"It is my honest opinion that Iempsey
.will wear himself out with his dashing
attack within three rounds," said Mona-

han. "Then he will be ready for what-
ever Willard wants to hahd him. Demp-e- y

wiil riot be able to avoid Willard's
right hand upper cut and if Jess con-

nects solidly, a knockout surely will re-

sult."

ARENA FOR FIGHT
NEARLY COMPLETED

Will Cost $150,000 and Will Seat 50,000

Persons, Who Will See the Willard-Dempse- y

Battle.

Toledo, O., June 28. Thrusting its raw,

yellow skeleton skyward, the huge bowl-shape- d

arena, costing $150,000 and orgl-nall- y

planned to seat 50,000 persons, is

rapidly nearing completion for the
heavyweight championship contest be-

tween Jesse Willard and Jack Dempsey
here July 4.

The arena is located in Bay View park,
a municipally owned plot of ground 00

acres in extent and directly north four
miles from the heart of the city. e

being turned over to Tex Rickard,
promoter of the championship content,
the park had been used as a recreation
center and the arena rests on the site
of two baseball diamonds. On the north
side of the park is Maumee bay and to
the east is Maumee river. Encircling the
plot is a road of crushed Btone. The park
is of artificial construction, most of it
being tilled in land, but it is ideally sit-

uated in every respect. It is perfectly
flat and treeless, making the work of
the engineers constructing the arena
easier than it otherwise would have
been.

Some idea of the immensity of the
arena may be obtained from the fact
that it is four times as large as the
arena in which Jack Johnson battered
Jim Jeffries. Approximately 1,750,00
feet of lumber has been used in the
structure. Not a bolt has been used,
the entire building being held together
by nails, of which two carloads or 50,000

pounds have been driven. All new lum-
ber has entered into the construction and
this will be sold after the contest.

Precautions for safety have been tak-
en in the construction. Qareful tests
were made of the ground to find out
whether it could carry the great human
weight which would rest upon it. The

carrying capacity of the lumber and the
tensile strength of the nails were deter-
mined and a margin allowed for safety.

Although the structure was originally
planned for 50,000 persons, a load of 80,-00- 0

persons was taken as the basis of
the estimate and, instead of allowing
175 pounds per person, as is done in ordi-

nary construction for "live loads," an
average of 200 pounds was taken. This
gave a total "live load" of 8,000 tons, but
to allow even a further amount of safe-

ty margin, construction was based upon
a load of 10,000 tons.

As an insurance against any settling
should rainy weather on the day of the
match, or even a 'few days before, cause
the structure to settle slightly, heavier
footings were used. This entailed an
additional expense of about $3,500, but
Promoter Rickard decided it would be
cheap for the greater safety afforded.

Nor is the actual safety of the spec-
tators the only thing which has been
considered. Every effort has been made
to make it certain every ticket holder
will get the seat to which his ticket en-

titles him. To take care of the big
crowd, there will be fout grand entrances,
one each at the north, south, east and
west side of the arena. At each of these
will be four runways, one each for the
$10, $15 and $25 seats, while the fourth
will take care of the $30,. $40, $50 and
$60 ticket holders. In order to obtain
entrance it will be necessary to pass
muster Of three separate ticket takers
to guard against anyone not holding a
ticket slipping by.

Several hundred discharged soldiers,
all having seen service in France, will
act as ushers and guards at the arena.
They will be armed. Bank clerks have
been engaged by Promoter Rickard in
handling the ticket sales at the arena
and at the downtown headquarters on
the day of the contest.

Precautions against "rushing" of the
gates also have been taken. Outside the
arena 80 feet distant will "be a barbed
wire, fence, or entanglement, eight feet
high and a half mile long to keep the
crowd away from the entrances. Closer
to the arena will be a board fence 12
feet high, surmounted by barbed wire,

while at the top of the arena itself will
be a five-fo- fence of barbed wire with
armed guards stationed every 25. feet.
The $10, $15, $25 and $30 and $40 seats
also will be separated from each other
by barbed wire to prevent occupants of
one section moving into better seats.

There will not be a stairway in the
entire arena, which is 500 feet across.
Entrance to the various sections will be

along inclined runways, with a grade of
one foot to every six feet, making the
climb scarcely noticeable. The runways

ASKS FORMER KAISER
TO SURRENDER HIMSELF

Citizen of Coblenx Sends Message Saying
Disgrace of German People May

Thus Best Be Met

Coblenz, Wednesday, June 25. A tele-

gram suggesting to former Emperor Wil-
liam that he surrender himself to the
allies was sent to the to-da- y by
a Coblenz civilian. The message, which
was read while passing through the cen-

sorship, was as follows:
"Kaiser Wilhelm, Amerongen I ven-

ture to submit to Your Majesty that the
proposed disgrace of the German people
might best be met by the voluntary sur-
render of yourself and the military and
political leaders and advisers, thereby
showing the point of riew'that you have
done your duty to the fatherland with-
out anv blame being attached to you and
that God alone is witness and judge of
your actions."

MAJOR S. F. BERRY WOUNDED.

Richmond Man Was Only Slightly In-

jured, Say War Department.

Washington, D. C, June 28. The war
department announces that Major Stan-
ley F. Berry of Richmond, Vt., was
wounded slightly during action.

Major Stanley F. Berry was formerly
a student in Goddard seminary, where
lie distinguished himself as an athlete.
On leaving Goddard he went to the Uni-

versity ol Vermont, from which institu-
tion be received a degree in medicine.

DAYLIGHT SAVING UP TO WILSON.

Bill Repealing Present Law Awaits the
President's Action.

Washington, June 28. Congress yes-
terday gave final approval to repeal of
the daylight saving law In the adoption
of the conference report on the annual
agricultural appropriation bill to which
the repeal measure is attached.

As sent to the president, the agricul-
tural bill contains an amendment provid-
ing for the labelling as well as the in-

specting of horse meat, which was in-

sisted upon by the House.

Electricity on the Farm.

It is hsrvest time down in Kansas and
its biggest wheat crop is being gathered

largest, in all likelihood, of any state.
Eleven million acres are t obe cut, and
at S2.2S per bushel will enrich the Sun-
flower state by at least tVK)0,000,000. It
is not the banner yield alone that will
make the harvest of 1919 memorable,
but the part electricity plays in its reap-
ing.

Kansas farmers are progressive and
not afraid of the untried; they "know a
good thing when they see it." Through
a considerable part of the wheat belt a
system of electric transmission prevails
by which not only harvesting but many
laborious farm processes are conducted.
Electricity pumps water, grinds feed,
runs the cream separator and electric
washer, lights the house and barn, in
short, replaces the gasoline motor. One
company, having three connected power
plants, furnishes current to 50 or more
towns and 400 farms. Threshing in the
field obviates the labor of drawing the
grain to the barns or stacks, unloading
it there and handling it a second time
for threshing. Labor, at 50 or 60 cents
an hour, is an important factor. Farm-
ers and buy a separator. The
company sends a motor wagon with mo-

tor, transformer and cable; the cable is
attached to the main transmission line,
the belt between motor and separator
adjusted, the big bundles are thrown, into
the machine and a stream of yellow
grain runs from the spout ready for the
elevator. The expense of threshing,
which with the tractor engine was 20
cents a bushel, is reduced to less than
five cents; this on a yield ranging from
5,000 to 8,000 bushels is a considerable
saving.

That the convenience and lessened ex-

pense are appreciated by Kansas farm-
ers is shown by the fact that though
last year was the initial trial, 22 farms
being equipped, this year the use of elec-

tricity has been more than quadrupled,
and hundreds of farmers are on a wait-
ing list, anxious to obtain the service.
There is no danger of fire, no call for
fuel.

Michigan is no longer reckoned among
the wheat-growin- g states, although many
farmers raise a few acres for a "ready
money crop" and as incident to crop ro-
tation. Many farmers' wives know the
consternation created by the unexpected
coming of the "threshing machine" with
its crew to feed and lodge, and the dozen
"hands" for the next day. Our state is
well threaded with electric wires and the
Kansas scheme, on a necessarily smaller
scale, might be usefully introduced here.
Apart from the greater safety, electricity
can be applied in more ways than the
gasoline motor permits, both on the farm
and in the house; in the latter it relieves
the housewife of much hard and hot
work. Detroit Free Press.

McLaughlin to build the arena there.
McLaughlin completed the structure,
with a seating capacity of 20,000, in ev-

en days.
"My experience at Reno taught me a

lesson," McLaughlin said. :"Ve neglect-
ed to put up a barbed wire fence in ad-

dition to a. wood fence. The result was
that about 2,000 men climbed over the
top and saw the fight without paying a
cent. We'll fool them this time.

Work was started on the Bay View
park arena on May 17. Two hundred
men were employed in the construction.
McLaughlin expects to have it completed
the day before the contest.

PECKINPAUGH LEADS LEAGUE.

Has Supplanted Ty Cobb for Heavy Hit-

ting Honors.

Chicago, June 28. Roger Peckinpaugh,
New York, with an average of .305, has
dethroned Ty Cobb, Detroit, for batting
honors in the American league, according
to averages released to-da- and this
includes games of last Wednesday. Cobb
has been out of the lineup all the week.
As result, Veach, a teammate, has
worked up to a tie with the Georgian for
second place with a mark of .358.

Besides leading the batters, Teckin-paug- h

broke the tie which he shared
with Sisler of St. Loujs last week for
runs scored and is in front now with 41

to his credit. Cobb's idleness enabled
Roth, Philadelphia, to break the tie for
total base honors. Roth has 107. Milan,
Washington, showed best work among
the batters, climbing from 23d place al
week ago to fourth place. Ruth, Boston
slugger, slupmed in batting and dropped
to seventeenth place with .303; however,
he added another home run to his string
and leads with six.

MICHIGAN LEADS IN SALT.

With New York a Close Competitor-O-hio

Is Third.
Because of the universal use of salt

in food and in food preservation and the
lack of any substitute its output would
be reduced only by most unusual con-

ditions. There'is always a general ten-

dency toward an increase in production
in the United States on account of the
steady increase in population. The in- -

t creasing use of salt ty chemical and
other industries helps to maintain a
larger production from year to year. In
view of the shortage of labor and other
difficulties which hampered many indus-

tries during the war, a reduction in the
output of salt might have been expect-
ed, but there was nevertheless a con-

siderable increase. Figures complied un-

der the direction of R. W. Stone of the
United State geological survey, depart-
ment of the interior, from reports fur-
nished by all producers of salt in the
United States show a total output of
7,2iiP,744 short tons, an increase of 200,-56- 7

short tons, or 4 per cent over, the
output in 1917. The total value was
$2,940J61. an increase of 30 per cent
over the total value in 1917, which was
$19,940,442.

The production of rock salt amounted

to 1,683,941 short tons, an increase of
about 5 per cent, but the value was

an increase of 46 per cent. The
output of evaporated salt amounted to
2,724,203 short tons, valued at $0,010,-435- ,

an increase of nearly 10 per cent in
quantity and 34 per cent in value. The

production of salt in brine was 2,830,-60- 0

short tons, valued at $1,245,265, a de-

crease of 2 per 'cent in quantity, but an
increase of 15 per cent in value.

Michigan, New York and Ohio con-

tinued to hold first, second and third
places, respectively, in quantity pro-
duced.
