Boston Man Claims $7,000 Damages on

a Lumber Contract.

Brattleboro, July 23. United States
Marshal Arthur P. Carpenter of this vil-

lage yesterday served papers on John C.

Tibbetts of Newfane, attaching his goods
and chattels, in an action of contract
brought against Mr. Tibbetts by G. C.

McKay of Boston to recover damages of
$7,000. The suit is brought through the
law office of Barber, Barber & Miller and
because of diverse citizenship of the par-
ties it is brought in the United States
court. It is returnable at the October
term of court in Rutland. Mr. Tibbetts
is a widely known lumber manufacturer
and Mr. McKay is a lumber merchant.

The plaintiff claims that Mr. Tibbetts
on March 10, 1017, entered into a written
agreement with him whereby Mr. tib-
betts was to sell the plaintiff about
iPO.000.feet of white birch lumber, dry
sawed, two inches thick, at $18 a thous-

and, less five per cent, less two per cent
for cash in 10 days, which lumber the
defendant was to load on the cars at Ja-
maica as soon after May 13, 1917, as Mr.
McKay might desire. It is claimed that
Mr. Tibbetta has failed to deliver the
lumber and failed to load it on cars at
Jamaica, by reason of which failure Mr.
McKay says he has lost the profits which
otherwise he wonld have derived, having
contracted to sell a part of the lumber
to a third party. He claims damages of
$1,000 on this count.

It is further claimed by Mr. McKay
that on the same day Mr. Tibbetts con-

tracted to sell and deliver to him about
60,000 feet of pine, ranging in price from
$15 to $25 a thousand f. o. b. West
Townshend; 1,000,000 feet of hemlock
lumber at $21 a thousand f. o. b. Ja-

maica; 150,000 feet of white birch at $18
a thousand f. o. b. Jamaica; about five
cars of round edge poplar, sawed in 1016,
at $26 a thousand f. o. b. Jamaica; about
200,000 feet of spruce boards planed on
one side, at $22 a thousand f. o. b. Ja-
maica.

This also the plaintiff declares Mr.
Tibbetts has neglected to deliver upon
request, to the damage, the plaintiff al-

leges, of $7,000.

Permits Retest of Cattle Soli
The Purebred Live Stock Sales com-

pany of Brattleboro has adopted a ruling
that all animals sold by them in the fu-

ture will be gold subject to the privilege
of a y retest for tuberculosis. This
is done to meet the growing demands of
the buying public that there should 'be
some protection for them on animals
purchased either at private or public
pales.

Every animal over five months old sold
y the company has been tuberculin test-

ed and the reliability and standing of
the veterinary making the test are certi-
fied to by the cattle commissioner of the'
tate from which the cattle are shipped.

The consignor of each animal knowing
iand believing in the integrity of the vet-
erinarian making the test guarantees the
animal free from tuberculosis for a pe-
riod of 60 days, upon certain conditions
named on the sales slip mentioned in the
above letter.

One of these conditions is that the ani-,m-

purchased shall not be driven or
transported or allowed to come in con-
tact witi any other animal other than
those purchased at the sale far a period
of 60 days and that if the buyer Intends
to take advantage of the privilege of
having a retest he shall give notice to
the consignor within 30 days of his in-

tention to have the animal retested.
