for His Country.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Aug. 19. Captain M.
Z. Kamiuski and Captain M. Hiernte,
army officers, both of Tokio, on a
month's tour of the United State gath-
ering data on the manufacture of ma-
chine tools and automobile and airplane
motors, arrived in Cincinnati snd will
remain until Wednesday, when they will
leave for Atlanta.

Captain Kamiuski, who was in entrajre-ment- s

along the eastern front in Russia
during the world war, said in speaking
of the Shantung peninsula clause of the
peace treaty:

"I do not believe that Japan will insist
on holding Shantung, nor do I believe it
should be considered as a serious ques-
tion.

Marfa, Tex., Aug. 19. Lieutenants II.
G. Peterson and Paul Davis, aviaitors

of the United State army, held captive
for more than a week by Mexican ban-

dits, who demanded ransom of $15,000
were rescued early to-da- y by Captain
Matlack of the 8th cavalry and are safe
in American territory.

Captain Matlack brought back with
him one-hul- f the ransom money. He
said that after Peterson had been re-

leased, Davis was brought forward by
the bandit and the two mounted Cap-
tain Matlack's horse. The bandits de-

manded the remainder of the ransom
money and Captain Matlack and Da-

vis answered by riding rapidly away.
The aviator landed on the American

side of the river, Lieutenant Peterson
said. Upon their arrival at Candelaria,
a week ago Kunday, their engine devel-

oped trouble and they were forced to
land, smashing their landing gear and
fusilage In doing to.

The two aviaton then tried to find
tbeir way to the nearest army camp and
became confused. They walked and
swam down the Rio Grande during Mon-

day, Lieutenant Peterson said, then hired
Mexican burros after Peterson developed
a fever. They had started for Candelaria
when an armed Mexican overtook them
and made them prisoners. They were
unharmed.

They were overtaken by a band of
armed" bandits, Lieutenant Peterson said,
and a crowd of people from a little town.

They continued on their forced journey
until Friday night when the bandits
compelled the aviators to write mes-

sages demanding ransom and telling of
the death threat.

The leader of the bandits, he said, had
worked on a railroad in Kansas and lost
a hsnd and foot in an accident there.

The messages were sent to the border
by meengcr Sunday. Peterson im-

mediately sent a message to hi father
at Hutchinson, Minn., saying "Feeling
fine. Had wonderful experience."

Davis also sent a aimilar message to
his parents at Strathmare, Cal.

Captain Matlack returned with Da-

vis at 2 o'clock this morning, both men

riding the captain' borse
According to the agreement, Captain

Matlack made the journey into the Mex-
ican rendezvous unaccompanied. He was
to pay over $7,500 for the release of one
aviator and then the remainder when
the second aviator was released. Un-

der the arranmmt Matlack was to re-

turn with the aviator by foot to the
American side and th.m come o to Mar-f- a

by airplane.

They Simply Took Old London as They
Found Her and Made Merry.

London, Aug. 19. (Correspondence of
the Associated Press). Londoners were
swept off tbeir feet by the enthusiastic
joyouxness of tome hundreds ot sailor
from the fleet anchored at the mouth of
the Thames and joined so heartily in the
Victory day demonstration last night
that there was dancing and singing in
the wet, slippery street of the west end
within an hour of daylight.

So many thousands had gathered for a
night of merrymaking in the hotel and
restaurant of the west end that when
closing time came transportation sys-
tems were unable to take them home. Am

all tube trains stopped soon after mid-

night, there wa nothing left for thou-

sands but to spend the night in the
street. Great crowds gathered in the vi-

cinity of Piccadilly, Leicester square and
Convent Garden stations, and as it wa

raining gently the prospect was dis-

mal.
"Are we down hearted!" shouted a

leather lunged sailor, and instantly rame
a thunderous response crom scores of his
comrades in the crowd, which was in-

creased by answering shout from sol-

diers and civilian.
There were many women in the street ,

some of them in the patriotic costume

they had worn in the dancing earlier in
the day. Introduction were not neces-

sary in that atmosphere and at that time
of night. Neither was music as long as
the crowd could sing. So the dance wa
soon in full swing. Sailors produced
mouth organs, thereafter there was mu-

sic aplenty.'
The daneim? was in the roadways, all

the way from Piccadilly to Leicester

square, for the sidewalks were thronged
with other belated person who watched
the dance and cheered the dancer. Sail-
or everywhere were the leaders, al-

though many demobilized soldiers joined
in the festivitie. Some Americans were
i nthe crowd. And all the time it rained.

Toward morning the people began to
tire. Some of tbem sought resting place
in the doorways cf ships and office build-

ings, while other simply sat on the side-

walks, leaned up against the buildings,
to get such protection a the eaves af-

forded, and went to sleep. At some of
the more important business houses

along Regent street, to which many of
the merrymaker drifted, even 7 o'clock
saw large numbers fast asleep.

Americans Not to Permit Germans in

Occupied Areas to Celebrate.

With the American Force in Germany,
Aug. 19 (Correspondence of the Asso-

ciated Press). Public reception and

meetings planned by civilian in honor
of returning German prisoner of war are
not to be allowed in the American oc-

cupied area, notice to this effect recent-

ly having been sent to the authorities
of the local government. The German
Red Cros has been, collecting funda for
several months in preparation for the
home-comin- g of thousand of Germans
from France and England.

A recent order by Major General Hen-

ry T. Allen, commander of the Ameri-

can force in Germany, quotes a letter
to the Ober president of the Rhine prov-
ince as follow:

"While sympathizing full with the
natural desire of the German people to
accord a welcome to the returning pris-
oner of war, nevertheless, in tview of
the fact that the military occupation
must continue until the treaty of peace
is ratified by the allied government,
and particularly in view of the necessity
of preventing any semblance of disor-

der which might compel a resort to dis-

ciplinary action, the commanding general
directs that you have the regierungs-president- s

of Cohlcni and Trier notify
the population of their respective bet-i-

rk that the reception of returning
prisoners of war must be limited to per-
sonal and family receptions, and must
not be the occasion of official receptions,
procession or any other public aem-blies- .

"Thi will not, of course, be construed
to prevent the Red Cross authorities
from serving refreshment 'at railroad
stations."
