SEPTEMBER WEATHER

Temperature Through Month was Nor-
mal, Averaging 55 Degrees.

William A, Shaw, meteorologist
charge of the Northfield station of the
United States weather bureau, reports a
mean temperature for September of 55
degrees, which & also the normal tem-
perature for the month. The highest
wns 84 degrees, on the 8th, and the low
est wis 26 degroes, on the 2Tth. The
groatest dafly range was 40 degrees, on
the 28th, and the least daily
two degrees on the 12th. The precipita-
tion smounted to 288 inches, tha normal
for the month being 276 inches, The
prevailing wind ‘was from the sonth, the
total movement 5202 miles, the average
hourly velocity 30 miles per hour from
the south on the 25th, The month was
made up of five clear, nine partly eloudy
pnd 16 cloudy days. Precipitation in
guantity sufficient to measure ocourred
pn 17 days. Auroras were noted on the
A6th, 28ch, 200h, 21, a solnr hale on the
£ith, fog on the 3d, 15th and 24th, thun
ferstorms on the Sth, 24th and 25th, a
light frost on the Hth, u heavy frost on
the 18th and a killing frost on the 27th.
