OVER 1,000 STUDENTS.

Are Attending the University of Penn-

sylvania This Year.

Philadelphia, Pa!, Nov. 17. For the
first timo in its history the registration
of the University of Pennsylvania has
paed the 10,000 mark. Figures made
public by the college authorities show
an enrollment of 10,321. This is an in-

crease of 1,210 over the largest pre-
vious registration. The university is

in only a few depart-
ments, yet 1,946 women are reg'mtewl.

It was necessary to refuse admission
to at least l,r00 students. The great
increase in all departments has com-

pelled the university to make immedi-
ate plans for the erection of several
new buildings. The first to be con-

structed will be a dormitory for women
student.

MUCK'S TREATMENT
"ALTOGETHER WORTHY"

Famous Symphony. Leader Says He

Has Nothing to Complain of in His

Treatment While Interned

in United State.

Berlin, Nov. 1ft (By the Associated
Press). Dr. Karl Muck, formerly con-

ductor of the Boston Symphony or-

chestra, says he was accorded "alto-
gether worthy" treatment during his
lfl months internment as an enemy
alien in the United States. The noted
musician has just returned to Berlin
from Copenhagen, where he landed sev-

eral months ago after leaving the in-

ternment camp at Fort Oglethorpe, Ga.
"I was directing the Boston Sym-

phony orchestra when the war broke
out," Dr. Muck said to a reporter of
the Berlin Tageblatt. "For some time
I was unmolested, even after America
entered the conflict. In March, 1918,
however, I was interned, my wife re-

mained in our house in Boston, and I
was sent to the prison camp, where I
was confined with 4.500 other persons.
The treatment and shelter were alto-

gether worthy. The food was not to be
complained of, especially as 120 peo-

ple, including myself, had their own
mess and their own cook. My wife
was permitted to visit me once a week,
and spend two hours with me, natural-

ly talking in English and in the pres-
ence of an officer."

Dr. Muck said he had not lost many
of his friends in America and that hii
musicians had stood by him loyally.
He attributed his imprisonment to
"hysteria," vthieh, he said, was due to
"British propaganda."

"No conditions were imposed on the
prisoners," said Dr. Muck, "but it was

urgently suggested that any who want-
ed to leave America and return to Ger-

many might have their liberty. I did
not want to comply with this stipula-
tion, but my wife argued me into it and
I finally agreed. And so one day I
was set free. My bank account and
my house in Boston the American gov-

ernment has confiscated, and I do not
know how things will come out."

Dr. Muck said he had made no plans
for the future but that under no cir-

cumstances would be remain in Berlin.
He said it was possible he might go
to Switzerland or to Gratz Austria,
where his wife's aged mother lives. On
his first day in Berlin he led the re-

hearsal for the next Weingartner sym-
phony concert.

A torpedo school is
located at Newport, R. I., a seaman
gunner's school (ordnance mechanics)
at Washington, D. C, and an optical
mechanics' school at Washington.

There are hospital corps' schools on
the Pacific, on the Atlantic, at Great
Lakes, 111., and an advanced school at
Hampton Roads, Va. Men from 18 to
25 enlist as apprentice seamen for
hospital apprentice or as hospital ap-

prentices, 2d class, and are paid $32.60
and $35.00 per month. The instruction
covers: Anatomy, first aid and emer-

gency surgery, pharmacy, chemistry,
medicine, hygiene, nursing, etc.

The navy's latest school is the avia-
tion mechanics' school, at Great Lakes,
111. To attend this a man must enlist
as apprentice seaman for aviation me-

chanic. He receives $32.60 a month
while at school. The course is of 36
weeks' duration, after which a man can
take a e course.

As the living substance is withdrawn
and the action of the leaf broken up,
the waxy grannies slowly change to a
yellow liquid, which shows through the
thin leaf skin as plainly as when its
elements were still green. This is the
yellow in the brilliant autumn foliage.
The red is the color which the cell sap
assunws.' The browns are dead leaves.

Because the brilliant colors of the
leaves come when warm days and
frosty nights are common we have
erred in thinking them due to the ac-
tion of the frost. It is true frost has-
tens the breaking up of the chlorophyll,
but trees often show bright splotches
of color long before the first frost, and
in very warm autumns most of the
changes in foliage occur before there
has been any frost. An Exchange.
