IMPROVING HERDS.

Campaign to Encourage Ownership of
High-Grad- e and Registered Stock.

County Agent R. A. Briggs of the
Washington County Farm bureau is

mapping out a plan to survey the coun-

ty to ascertain just what the dairy
herds of the county consist of. When
this information is secured it is planned
to take up about Jan. I the matter of

improving the herds by encouraging the
farmers to secure registered bulls and
otherwise increasing the value of their
dairies, If every dairy of reasonable
size can have a registered bull on the
premises of known qualities, better re-

sults are bound to follow. While the
ownership of full registered herds is an
important element, a high grade herd
will be one of the objects sought in the
intensive campaign that is to follow.
The farmers will be free to select the
bred of their choice.

With the closing of the war reor-

ganizations of cow testing a8soeiatkns
have commenced. As many of the cow
testers Went into service activities in
that direction ceased for a time, but
now that the war is over their services
are available. Only one organization,
the Washington County Cow Testing
association, survived the war. A new
association was organized in Cabot Nov.
1 and others will be organized in Mad
River valley and Waterbury. Each as-

sociation will be able to handle about
500 cows, and if all four are running
there will be some 2,000 cows under
constant observation. The last report
showed there were 19,072 cows in the
county, hence the possibilities in the
proposed campaign for better grades
and pure-bred-

VETERAN OF CIVIL WAR.

William Henry Tyler Died Yesterday in
Brattleboro.

VERMONT'S APPLE CROP.

About 35,000 Barrels of Fruit Went to

Big Buyers.
i

About 35,000 barrels of apples, which

ranged in price from $5 to $8 per bar-

rel, were shipped from Vermont to the
big buyers in New York City this fall,
according to the apple buyers for Wil-
liam L. Brown & Co., who are by far
the biggest buyers of apples in this
state. That means a revenue of som-
ewhere near $300,000, which apple grow-
ers in Vermont received this year from
that source alone.

The apple crop this year turned out
;;much better than was expected, esp-
ecially in the southern part of the state,
? where .apple growing is a coming en-

terprise and where many new orchards
are being set out. In some towns in
that section where only a small amount
of apples was shipped a few years ago,
there are orchards now which vie with
the best in the state. Taking the en-

tire state into consideration, this year
is the beat in three years and the price
has been far better than ever before.

In Grand Isle county there was an
average crop this year and about 5,000
barrels were shipped. Most of these
went by boat to Plattsburg, where they
were sent by train to the big store-
houses in Al'bany and other places

'.along the Hudson. Sheldon did very
;we!l and in all about 5,000 were
shipped from that town. This included
a&out 2,000 barrels which went from
Shelburne Point, including Shelburne
farms, J. Watson Webb's and Clarence
Morgan's places. C. CFleteher shipped
a.bout 400 barrels, C. D. Ordway's farm

"about 500 and other places in Shel-iburn- e

about 2,000 more.
'

Ferrwburg shipped about 6,000 bar-
rels. In addition to the apples grown
in that town, this is a shipping point
for Bristol, Starksboro, Monkton and
other places, and a large part of the
apples oame from outside the town-

ship. Charlotte had about an average
crop. . 1

SomejimalT places along the Massa-
chusetts 'border come to the front (lur-

ing apple picking time and such places
as Halifax ship large quantities of ap-

ples as the result of the industry of
the apple growers in the section. John
