The cold
wave in the AVest is spreading
eastward and southward, with
zero temperatures as "far south
as the Texas Panhandle, and cold
weather is forecast in the East
and South and to-
morrow.

CAME OF OLD BARRE FAMILY.

Miss Agnes French Died Yesterday Aft-

ernoon of Pneumonia.

Miss Delia Agnes French, the last of

the 11 children of David French, one of

Barre's earliest settlers, succumbed to

pneumonia at her home at 6 Averill
street yesterday afternoon at 1 o'clock.

Her illness was contracted a week ago
Sunday night, and because of the

age of the woman she easily be-

came the victim of the disease.
She was born in Barre on Aug. 15,

183S, the daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Da-

vid French, pioneer settlers of Barre
and later known as one of the most
enterprising families in this section.
For many years this family dwelt in
the large brick house which occupied
the lot now the site of the Aldrich pub-
lic library.

Miss Agnes French, as she was
known, in ber youth attended the old
Barre academy. At the passing of her
relatives slie inherited considerable
property. Her keen interest in foreign
missionary work caused her to expend
much money every year in support of
foreign missionary workers of the
Methodist Episcopal church. In Fu-cho-

China, she had for several years
entirely supported a missionary school,
besides contributing bountifully to va-
rious other institutions of similar na-

ture. It has been known for many
years that she lias contrbuted a certain
sum of money each week to the Salva-

tion Army, as well as to the Methodist
Episcopal church. She had always at-

tended the services at the church.
David French, her father, who came

here from AVestmoreland, N. II., in 1810,

acquired a great amount of real estate,
much of which was located in the cen-

tral part of Barre.
The surviving relatives are a cousin,

Miss Clara Annis, who resides at God-dar- d

seminary; three nieces, Mrs. Julia
Hayden and Miss Josephine French of
Evanston, 111., and Mrs. Alice French of
Milwaukee, AA'is., and four nephews,
John Jacknran of Bridgeport, Conn.,
Harry French of Cleveland.

Paris, Dec. 9. The supreme council
at session, the last befoje the
departure of its American member,
Under Secretary of State Polk, did not
succeed in settling the question of the
continuation of the supreme war coun-
cil. The consent of the United States
has not been given to the original plan.
The question will now be referred di-
rect to the various governments.

Ambassador Wallace will git in such
meetings of the supreme council as
may be held to deal with the Hunga-
rian peace treaty and other unfinished
business, but will have no initial au-

thority to act. He will report the pro-
ceedings to Washington and act on in-

structions received from there. At the
close of the council's session Premier
Clemenceau made a brief speech, in
which he gave expression to the re-

gret that had been caused by Mr. Polk's
departure.

RUMANIA WILL SIGN
AUSTRIAN PACT

And Will Do the Same in Connection

with Bulgarian Treaty in

Paris.

Paris, Dec. 9. Rumania is expected
to become a party to the peace treat-
ies with Austria and Bulgaria to-da-

Her plenipotentiaries, it is stated, will
sign the treaty in connection with the
Austrian pact providing for he pro-
tection of racial minorities and will
attach their signatures to the Bulga-
rian treaty.

Rumania failed to sign the Austri-
an peace treaty, as did Jugo-Slavi-

largely because of the racial minorities
clause, wliich she considered i inva-
sion of her right to deal with internal
questions as might seem fitting to her.
Rumania also has been at times ap-

parently almost on the point of a break
with the entente over her course in
Hungary, including her persistency, in
clinging to the occupancy of Budapest
after the allies had repeatedly warned
her to withdraw. The withdrawal was
effected some time ago, and the Ru-

manians have recently given indica-
tions of willingness to comply with the
entente demands.

IS ONE FEATURE

Montpelier's ' City Council

Has Already Decided to
Refer the Matter

conference took place between the
MMFntpelier and Barre city councils and
the selectmen of Berlin last evening in
the Barre city council chamber, which
resulted in the 'Montpelier city council

voting, in a special meeting held fol-

lowing the conference, to call a special
city meeting in Montpelier for the pur-
pose of ascertaining if the voters of
that city will grant authority to the
council to change temporarily the run-

ning schedule of the traction company
between Montpelier and Barre; and a
committee, composed of one man from
Montpelier and Barre cit councils each
and the two selectmen from Berlin will
meet shortly for the purpose of devis-

ing some plan, to lie presented to the
company in behalf of Berlin, so that
that town will not be neglected in the
matter of improved conditions if such
are made.

The conference was held at the invi-
tation of the Barre city council, Mont-
pelier having previously granted the re-

quest that the traction company asked
after they found they could not extend
the service to one hour as the major-
ity of the franchise committee wanted
to do. This left out the five-ce- local
rate within the city. It had been stated
to memlwrs of Montpelier council that
Berlin had adopted the same as Mont-

pelier did, 4ut this impression was cor-
rected last evening. What the select-
men did say was that they would abide
by the decision of the two cities!

The conference was presided over by
Mayor Glyssnn, who asked Clerk Mae-ka- y

to explain the problem to the con-

ference members, which was done, and
then considerable discussion took place,
Durtng the course of this it was
brought out by the Barre council that
almost every mnmber of the Montpelier
council was agreeable to Barre's plan

"in spite of the fact that the Montpelier
council had voted to the request
of the traction compffny. From time
to time during the evening different
members of the Montpelier delegation
let it be known that they wanted to
try out the hour schedule, excepting
Aiderman Bowers, who opposed it.
Mayor Shurtleff explained why, in his
opinion, that plan had not been adopt-
ed, namely, the clause in the franchise
which docs not permit a longer sched-
ule than every 4.") minutes.

The Barre council sustained its atti-
tude that it was not favorable to the
request asked by the company and it
intimated that .it would not grant it
until a trial of the new proposition
took place.

Those present were of the opinion
that public sentiment was such that
no opposition to the temporary ar-

rangements of the hour schedule would
take place; but the Montpelier mem-
bers believed their charter would not
permit granting the projwised change
without a vote of the city, and the
council members seemed agreeable to
asking tha mayor to hae a meeting.

Upon suggestion of Montpelier alder-
men, a special meeting of the Mont-

pelier council then took place, so that
the matter mighj, be placed before its
voters at the earliest possible time.
Upon motion of Alderman Stratton it
was voted to instruct t he clerk to call a
special meeting as stated above.

Mr. Mackay then suggested that he
was interested in how Berlin was com-

ing out and suggested that representa-
tive's of each council and one of the
selectmen of Berlin draft some pro-

posals to the councils that would take
care of Berlino that residents of that
town would noC have to pay 12 cents
to get to either city. This was the
sentiment that Alderman McMillan had
suggested by inquiry of the selectmen
earlier in the evening. Alderman Bow.
ers, chairman of the franchise commit-
tee in Montpelier, was designated from
that city.

It was proposed an effort be made to
get a nine-cen- t fare for Berlin residents
to either city. Then it was decided to
allow both Berlin selectmen to act,
there being but two selectmen at the
present time. There is a meeting to be
held Dec. 23 to elect a selectman in
that town so that the proposed tem-

porary change in schedule can be hand-
led bv Berlin at that meeting.

It is expected that at the Barre city
council meeting held the mat-
ter of the city meeting will be consid-

ered to agree with the action of the
other two municipalities. An adjourn-
ment of the eonference occurred at 9

o'clock with a feeling that considerable
had been accomplished.

Indianapolis. Dec. 9. Settlement
within 24 hours of the strike of 400,000
bituminous coal miners of the country
which had its inception more than five
weeks ago, was confidently predicted
today.

At 2 o'clock this afternoon the execu-
tive board and scale committee of the
United Mine AA'yikers of America were
scheduled to go in session to consider
a proposal made by President Wilsorl

o John L. Lewis, acting president, and
William Green, secretary-treasure- r of
the organization. The proposal was
approved by the miners' officials, who
received it while in conference with
Attorney General Palmer in Washing-
ton Saturday and agreed to urge the
executive board to accept it as a basis
of settlement of the strike.

The kerms of the proposal submitted
to Air. Lewis and Mr. Green Saturday
night have not been made public, 'and
government representatives refused to
dismiss them. Mr. Lewis met all ques-
tions with the remark that he would
have to tell the "story" to the execu-
tive board this afternoon, and did not
want to tell it more than once.

Practically all of the district officials
who form the executive board and scale
committee of the coal workers' organ-
ization arrived last night.

Contempt Cases Postponed.
Hearing on the charges of contempt

of rourt filed against 84 general and
district officials of the United Mine
Workers of America, was postponed
until next Tuesday morning on mo-

tion of C. B. Ames for the government
when the case was called in the federal
district court to-da- The postpone-
ment was taken pending the outcome
of the meeting of miners' officials.

" United States District Attorney
Slack moved the post ponement of the
empanelling of the federal grand jury
summoned by Judge Anderstm to inves-

tigate alleged violations of the licver
and anti-trus- t laws by operators, min-
ers and coal dealers, and the court fixed
Wednesday, Dec. 17, as the date.

SEC. WILSON URGED
MINERS TO ACCEPT

Said That Pres. Wilson "Has Pointed

a Way Out with Honor to the

Government and Honor to
i Yourselves."

Washington, D. C, Dee. 9r Secretary
Wilson to-da- sent a telegram to John
L. Lewis, acting of the Unit-
ed Mine Workers of America, urging
the miners to accept. President Wilson's-proposa- l

for settlement of the coal
strike.

The president, Secretary Wilson said,
"has pointed a way out withjhonor to
the government and honor to your-
selves."

The telegram which was addressed
also to the members of the miners'
scale committee follows:

I cannot too strongly urge you to
accept the basis of settlement pro-

posed by the president. I have been
associated with him for more than six

years, and I know that every fibre of
his strong nature has been devoted to-

ward securing fair play for everybody,
and particularly to the under dog in a

fight. Kvery blow lie has had to bear,
and he has had to bear many of them,
has been brought about by his intense
earnestness in that direction. You can

rely thoroughly upon every promise he
make.

"But aside from that, as a result of
the stoppage of work in the mines,
we are facing the most difficult indus-

trial situation that ever confronted the
country. It threatens the very starva-
tion of our social life. In this emer-

gency, the president has pointed a way
out with honor to the government and
honor to yourselves. If my judgment
and experience are of any value to you,
let me use them in advising you for
the welfare of yourselves and the coun-

try as a whole to accept the way out
that is proposed by the president.''

Despite an Expected Settle-

ment of Coal Strike
at Indianapolis

GARFIELD SAYS THEY
WILL BE NECESSARY

Manufacturing Plants Not

Already Supplied Must

Operate Only 3 Days

Washington, D. C, Dec. 9. In the
face of an expected settlement of the
bituminous coal strike at Indianapolis,
Fuel Administrator Garfield put in ef-

fect to-da- y the most drastic regulations
for fuel economy since the restrictions
of 131ft. Even if the strike were set-

tled to-da- he declared, fuel saving
measures would be necessary, as sev-

eral weeks would be required before
the nation's normal fuel supply could
be restored.

Probably the most important regula-
tion is that prescribed for manufac-
turing plants using bituminous coal or
coke, which will ijp restricted to oper-
ation of three days a week on the basis
of present working hours. Exception
is made to plants manufacturing what
is considered- - necessary products and
those consuming anthracite coal, gas
and other fuels. It is understood that
plants already having a supply of soft
coal on hand would not come under
the provisions of the order.

The order, which will be adminis-
tered through the railroad administra-
tion, includes curtailment of street
lighting, lights and heat for office

buildings and industrial plants and
current for street railways.
