Survivors Are Frostbitten
and May Not Re- -

St. Johns, X. F., Dee. 31.-H- upe that
Die heroic work of the sailors of the
.teainer lngrah'aiii, who suved the three
survivors of the wrecked Belgian
steamer Anton Van Driel yesterday at
St. Mary's Pay, had not been in vain
was held out here The rescued

men, who had clung to the wreck more
than .'Hi hours and had seen their 2ti

shipmates die in the great seas which
at times completely submerged the
vessel, were brought here last night in
a serious condition. They were se-

verely frost-bitte- and their Chance of
recovery was still doubtful to-da-

Their rescue was accomplished after
"they had been given up for lost by one
of the most daring feats of seamanship
remembered here. While the fisher- -

folk from the bay settlements watched
from the cliffs overhead, the lifeboat
crew of the Ingraham, worked their
craft in. lieafy seas and between rocks
to the lee of the wreck and found the
tKree survivors virtually helpless in the
wheel house.

The Belgian steamer had been hurled
on the rocks by the heavy storm of
.Sunday night. Jwentv-tou- r of the
crew were drowned in an attempt to
reach the shore in small boats. Anoth-
er man was swept back to the wrtwk
after the lifeboat in which he had em-

barked was smashed, and joined the
four who had preferred to stick to the
vessel, lie was one of three saved yes-
terday. The other two lost conscious
ness Monday night and were swept to

Manila, P. I., Dee. 2!) (By the Associ-
ated Press i. The second Philippine
mission seeking inJependimce of the is-

lands at the hands of the I'nited States
government sailed Like the
former mission, which returned late
last summer, the delegation included
members of both houses of the Philip-
pine legislature affiliated with both po-
litical parties. In addition it contained
representatives of labor and of the
financial interests of the islands.

The mission, besides appealing to
Congress, will present the claims of
the island people to independence be-

fore the national conventions of the
Democratic and Republican parties, ac
cording to announced plans. inser-
tion of pledges of Philippine independ
ence in their platform will be fought,

RHODE ISLAND NOT RUM STATE

Protest Against the Use to Which the
State Is Being Put.

Our state has been put in the shame
ful position of protagonist in the last
attack ot the rum sellers on nrolubi
tion. Levy Meyer, counsel for the na
tional distilleries' committee, was
quoted the other dav as saying that
this Rhode Island suit will be "the
controlling litigation in opposing pro-
hibition" and that all the suits
brought in behalf of the liquor inter-
ests "will be subordinate to the Rhode
Island action."

.The precedence it cannot be called
an honor thus given to our state is

extremely distasteful to all the best
people among us. The stigma thus
broiignt upon the state by the action
of its general assembly is
unfair. Rhode Island is not a rum
state. The great majority of our peo-

ple, though not all prohibitionists by
any means, are anxious to see the
great experiment of national prohibi
tion fully and fairly tried; and, seeing
that already, with no special effort
made to enforce the law, the number
of inmates of the Providence county
jail is at lowest record, with not one
commitment to the house of correction
at Howard for a month, they have
bright hopes of the success of the ex-

periment.
Neither is Rhode Nlaiul a rebel state.

Our people have always been "peculiar
to themselves and they cling even now,
in their local field, to that
have elsewhere been discarded. They
liave proudly maintained their inde-

pendence in all proper and
ways. They delayed long their joining
the union and finally went in with a
reservation. But. they have been will-

ing participants in the slow and sure
development of constitutional law
which has made our America a unified
nation, instead of a- - loo-- e group of
separate sovereignties and they sent
to Washington in IHlil the first regi-
ment of thaMJrand Army which finally
convinced seceding suites that they hud
no rights which a majority of the oth-
er states might not take away from
them.

It was a sorry day for Rhode Island
when the general assembly, acting, one
must think, on advice not based on
Rhode Island hM:ry or imbued with
the true Rhode Island spirit, sent our
attorney general to Washington on a
mission which makes our state appear
to the world both as a belated im-
itator of the state that fire on Fort
Sumptcr ifnd as a cat's-pa- fur rum
sellers. Providence Journal.
