to Action.

Manchester, Eng., Feb. 6 Lancashire
cotton interests are so seriously dis
turbed regarding the future .supply of

new cotton that a special meeting of

the Chamber of Commerce was called

recently to consider "the serious men

ace to the staple trade of Lancashire
which may arise in the event of Amer-

ica's inability to supply this coun-

try's future demand for raw cotton."
The meeting also adopted a resolu

tion calling on the government to take
immediate steps to promote the grow-

ing of cotton within the British em-nire- .

Edwin Stockton, presiding, referred
to the pessimistic reports brought back:

by delegates who had attended the con-

ference at Xew Orleans, and said it
must be remembered if anything oc-

curred to interrupt materially the sup
ply of raw cotton to Lancashire, the
business here would be tacea witn pos
sible ruin and the whole country would
suffer. The speaker cited authorita-
tive reports regarding increased con-

sumption in America and decreased
production of cotton and said:

'It would seem that the growing of
cotton within the empire would remain
one of the most desirable objects which
our statesmen could foster."

Sir William Barton, member of Par-
liament, proposed a resolution record-

ing a sense of danger of a future short-
age of cotton and urging the govern-
ment to take steps without delay to ad-

vance by every means in its power the
growing of cotton within the empire.
He thought Mesopotamia the most hope-
ful sopt to meet, the needs of Lanca-
shire. Egypt, he said, had increased its
acreage by oO per cent in the last 2.j
vears but the total crop had scarcely
increased and he expect very little
help from India.

T. Crook thought the money spent in

trying to grow British cotton had been
to a Jurge extent wasted and that
America was the most likely place to
increase the Lancashire cotton supply.
Sir William Barton's resolution wan

adopted.

Since the meeting referred to in the
foregoing, the British empire cotton
growing committee has recommended
that the Brit Mi Board of Trade grant
.t 10,000 for rive years to that commit-
tee to promote the growth of cotton
within the empire. The committee
staled that the British cotton indus-

try drew four fifths of its supplies from
the L'nited Stales and said there was
evidence of a world shortage of cot-
ton. Confidence was expressed by the
committee that if proper measures were
taken it would be possible to grow
within the empire "a very large pro-
portion of the cotton it requires."

WILL NOT ISSUE PAPER MONEY.

IN BLIZZARD

Nearly Thirty Trains Re-

ported Stalled Over

Night

PASSENGERS SPEND
NIGHT IN STATIONS

Coast of Southern New

England Lashed by a
72-Mi- le Gale

Boston, Feb. 6. All energies were

directed in Xew England y to re-

covering from the effects of the sever-

est blizzard in a decade. With trans-

portation demoralized and telephone
and telegraph service considerably im-

paired, industrial and community life

was paralyzed except in northern Ver-

mont, which alone wag spared the fury
of the storm.

Continued snow was predicted by the
weather bureau for but hope
that the blizzard had definitely spent
its force grew when the snowfall ceased

early to-da- y in southern and western
Xew England, although the storm was
reported continuing unabated in Maine.
The snow averaged from 10 to 12 inches
in depth and in places drifted badly.

First concern was felt for the
establishment of transportation service.
Commuters who had struggled for
hours yesterday to reach their homes,
struggled with eiiua! tenacity
to reach their places of business, but
with poor success, and stores and of-

fices opened late.
Kaiiroad and street railway compan-

ies worked through the night in an ef-

fort to clear their lines hut traffic was
resumed slowiy. Communities that
were isolated by the collapse of trans-

portation remained cut off fur hours
and the problem of supplies
loom hirj.re in importance.

Nearly ."!) trains were reported
stalled "throughout New England last
night, the majority in the vicinity of
this city, but they came limping
in little the worse for the weather.
The New York. New Haven & Hartford
railroad was-th- heaviest sufferer in

this respect, us the storm was felt
most severely in Ilhode Island and in

the Cape district of Massachusetts. A

dozen New Haven trains were stalled,
including the Merchants' Limited from
New Yolk, which found itself blockad-

ed seteral miles outside of Providence.
Local railroad service was practically
eliminated, and trains from New York
and the West arrived hours late.

Hundreds of passengers spent the
night on trains at stations or in homes
near the scene of their detention. Ho-

tels in this city were crowded to capa-

city, and the W fortunate spent the
wcarv hours at the North station. The

freight problem was considered serioui
especially because of the seven

days' strike of "freight handlers here,
which was ended only yesterday. Uail-roa- d

cTJiein! announced that right of

way would be given to milk and other
perishable goods.

The northeast j;ale, which reached its
maximum velocity of 72 miles an hour
at I.lock Island, "lashed the coast with
a fury reminiscent of the great storm
of lrtiw, but no shipping disaster was

reported, due, it was believed, to the
timely warnings that had sent vessels

.currying to the nearest port. No ves-

sels sailed from this port yesterday,
and but one arrived, the Northland
from Yarmouth. Other vessels re-

mained well off the coast until such
time as the storm should abate. Even
the Kail Liver line cancelled its sail-

ings through the sound to Xew York.
Vinevsrd Haven and Nantucket were

completely cut off from the mainland.
Although a score of casualties were

reoortrd, there were but two fatalities
,ui(. in Providence and one in Holyoke

and both due to exhaustion. The fire

department were severely handicapped
but the police in many cities turned
to sleighs and pungs for their emergen-
cy services.
