Number of Quality Cows Reported from
Cow Test Smaller This Month.

Of the 471 cows in the Waterbury-
Waltsfleld Cow Test association dur-
ing August, 162 were dry and many

l"‘ hers nearly so. For this reason, the
{ number of quality cows is not so large

as in previous months.

M. H. Moody's herd of registered
Guernseys has the best average in but-
terfat. Of the 18 cows, one was dry.
The remainder averaged 02 pounds of
milk and 38.3 pounds of fat during the
month.

The Vermont state hospital has the
leading cow. Their registered Holstein
row, Laura De Kols Maid, produced
1,484 pounds of milk and 55.6 pounds
of fat during the testing period.
