AMERICAN FARM
BUREAU FAST ROWING

Now Has Over a( Million Members and

33 State Organizations Affiliated

With It.

J. R. Howard, president of the Amer-
ican Farm Bureau federation, an-

nounces at Chicago that the federation
has now over a million members and
has 35 state organizations affiliated
with it. The national federation took
permanent form here last spring and
established headquarters in Chicago
this past summer. .

Sketching the character of the new-
comer Hinoiig the national farm or-

ganizations, together with its program,
Mr. Howard, himself an Iowa farmer,
said:

"The federation is an alliance, of

county farm bureaus into state farm
bureau federations and this in turn be-

came federated into a national organi-
zation as the .American Farm Bureau
federation. '

"Its purpose is to work for the eco-

nomic, social and educational advance-
ment of the farmers of the Unite'd
States and for the general welfare .of
the nation. It is proposed to develop
this work by means of bureaus..

Ourv bureau of agricultural economics
and statistic has already been set up.
It will make a study of costs of pro-
duction of the principal agricultural
products and will direct and compile
statistics in cooperation with the de-

partment of agriculture, and the vari-
ous state agencies. This work will
gne a much better insight into the
supply and demand of agricultural
products, with the thought that this
will lead to more efficient marketing.

."Our bureau of transportation is

making a study of necessary transpor-
tation facilities, both by land and by
water, for the marketing of our farm
crops. The purpose of this bureau is
to get at the real facts in the trans-

portation problem and govern its ac-

tions accordingly. It purposes t es-

tablish rate and traffic files, which
have never yet been built up for agri-
cultural produV.

"The bureau of trades relations will
make a study of world supply and
world demand", as well as of our na-

tional Mipply and demand. This infor-

mation, coupled with the work of the
farm economies and statistics bureau,
will srhe us accurate .

knowledge upon which to base our
plans.

"We arc already undertaking impor-
tant investigation of cooperation en-

terprise in, marketing, which looks to-

ward the establishment of a bureau of
cooperation. This will make a study in
the country and abroad, with the
thought that special industries inter-ested-

forming local or district coop-
erative organization may profit by the
experience of other people in similar
enterprir-c- s before starting their under-

taking.

Lieut.-Co- l. Malone'Charged With Sedi-

tious Utterances in Albert

Hall Speech.

London, Nov. 10. Lieutenant Col-

onel L'Estranpe Malope. liberal mem-

ber of the House of Common, who
was arreted in Dublin Nov. 10, for al-

leged seditious utterances, to-da- y wag
sentenced to six months' imprisonment.

There were loud cries of "shame"
from ympathizers in court when the
sentence was pronounced. Two surety
bonds of 10.000 pounds each were de-

manded pending an appeal.
Prior to the sentence Malone de-

clared through his attorney that he
withdrew nothing and apologized for
nothing in his Albert hall speech and
was willing to stand trial. The case

has caused a sensation in England be
cause ot nis posiuon as memm-- i i

Colonel Malone was also charges
with the possession oi iwo loaaeu pis-

tols in violation of the law found by
the police in his London flat. Linked
with this charge was another allega-

tion that be had in his possession two
cloakroom tickets for parcels of pam-

phlets of a seditious nature which were
deported in as subway station check-

ing room.
On this charge the prisoner was

bound over on his good behavior to
keep the peace for one year. Two sure-

ties of 1.000 pounds each were asked,
failing to furnish which another six
months' imprisonment would be im-

posed. The colonel's attorneys gave
notice of appeal.

The speech upon which Colonel Ma-

lone' arrefct was based was delivered
in Albert hall, in London, Nov. 17.

of the Russian revolution. In it he is

alleged to have said: "We are put to
change the present constitution, and if
it is necessary to have bloodshed and
atrocities, we shall have to use the
lamp posts or the, wall.
