Reduction in Price As Much As 85 Per
Cent Over Last Year.

The prices on raw furs in Burlington
as compared with last year's show a
falling off ranging all the way from S.

per cent as in the case of muskrat, to
50 per cent. 1 he enect ot tlie great re-

duction in the prices paid is already
manifested in the diminished amount
of furs, which are being brought in. The

quantity sold to the buyers this year
Is the smallest in years. As a result of
the reduction in price and the fact that
fewer people are going into the trap-
ping business it is estimated that the
revenue received from the fur-beari-

animals in Vermont estimated to reach
more than $."00,0)0 last year, will fall
below $100,000 this vear".

The price paid for skunk this year is
$.1.75 while last vear it reached at burn
water mark, $5. The prices paid for the
the other leaders are as follows, com-

to making so much larger money. Thit
is In the face of the fact that the price
thia year is far larger than the aver-

age. They hate to become accustomed
to lower prices. This has a benefice!
effect in the fur resources of Vermont,
a it was feared lat vear with the
great slaughter of the little animals,
they would b almost exterminated if
(repeated this year and a ciosea season
was contemplated.
