CAPE COD DOOMED

IF MAN DOESN'T ACT

Wellesley College Professor Declare

That Great Breakwater Ought to

Extend Along the

Ocean Side.

Wellesley, Mass., Feb. 15. Early
consideration of plans for a great
breakwater to extend along the ocean

side of Cape Cod south of Highland
light was urged to-da- y as the salvation
of the long peninsula by Miss Eliza-

beth F. Fisher, professor of geology at
Wellesley college. Discussing the prob-

lem before a group of alumnae, Miss

Fisher declared that if artificial ob-

structions were not placed in the way
of the ocean's thrusts Cape Cod was

doomed.

Pointing out that the ocean side of
the cape once presented a series of ir-

regular headlands, Mis Fisher said

that the upward current along the
shore from Chatham, together with the
direct pounding of the Atlantic, was

making rapid strides, in a geological

way, toward wearing the land back to
a point which eventually would mean

the inevitable rush of the ocean into
the waters of Cape Cod bay. The north-

ern end of the cape would thus be cut
off. I'rovineetown would become little
more than a menace to navigation, as
a shifting sand deposited itdand in deep
water, gradually moving northwest un-

til it disappeared.
Miss Fisher was unwilling to proph-

esy just how long it would take the
ocrau to complete its work. "It all de-

pends," she said, "on the degree of in-

tensity of future storms. When the
arm of the cape does go, however, it is
certain to go quickly. A strong sea
wall such as the wall at (jalvestun,
Texas, is the cape's only hope."
