Joseph S. Flint of Burlington Died of
Heart Trouble.

Burlington, May 3. —Joseph 5. Flint,
53 years of age, prominent Burlington
business man and bank diractor, died
early: Sunday of heart tronble in the

Clifton Springs sanatorium, Clifton

Mr. Flint was born at New Haven|
Millse Jan. 10, 1888, He worked for|
Brooks & Putterson of Bristol for four |
veurs and then hecame a tray eling |
salesman for the P. Lorillard companys |
wholesale tobacconists, Mr. Flint's rise |
was so rapid that on Jan, 1, 1805, he |
became partner in O, C. Taylor & Co.|
of Burlington, and he sssisted in mak
ing it one of the largest wholesale to-|
baceo houses in New England

He was one of the original incorpor
atora of the Burlington City Trust Co,
a director for many years, aml its
president since Janus 1020. He was
dirsetor in the Howard National bank,
one of the incorporators of the Bur-
lington Savings bank and a direetor in
the Duxbury Lumber Co,

Mr. Flint was prominent in the vari
ous Masonic organizqtions, snd was a

member of the Ethan Allen elub, the
Wanbanakee (iolf club, the United
Commercinl  Travelers, the Vermont

Fish and Game league, the Elks Ill-"‘
the Burlington ¢hamber of commeree.

He is survived by his wife, who was
Miss Pearlie E. Hill of Bristol and
whom he married in 1803, a son,
George H. Flint, and a daughter,
Gladys Flint, all of Burlington, and a
hrother, George E. Flint of New Haven
Mills.
