lotment can be expended without the
joint approval of the secretary of agri-
culture aa administrator of the act, and
the state highway department. The
other class, consisting of inter-count- y

roads, will compose the balance of the
system and receive the remainder of
the allotment.

The amount of federal aid received
on any project, however, is not to ex-

ceed 50 per cent of the estimated cos

except in states where more than five

per cent of the area is unappropriated
public land, this latter provision

the percentage in ten states,
ranging np to 77 per cent for Utah.
Where any state faila to properly
maintain a federaf aid highway the
secretary of agriculture after 00 days'
notice will maintain it out of tue
slate's allotment and refuse approval
of new projects until reimbursement is
made by the state.

As in the preceding bill, the federal
fund is apportioned among the states
by division into three parts, one appor-
tioned on ft basis of population, one
on a basis of area and the other ac-

cording to mileage of rural and star
mail routes. A new feature, however,
stipulating that no state shall receive
less than one-hal- f of one per cent of
the fund increases the allotments to
Delaware, New Hampshire, Rhode .Is-
land and Vermont to $.165,624 each.
