New York, Sept, 20.—Balked by the
Red Sox in the firat game of the se-
ries, largely because of the stellar
play of three of their former team-
mates, the New York Yankees re-
simiod their hunt to-day for the el
give “mathematioal certainty” in the

American league pennant race.
Nesding but 8 single victory to
plinch the championship, the Yankees
failed yesterday in their attempt to
setile Lhe ispue despifd the fact that
Joe Bush, premier Ameriean league
twirler, was on the firing line. Bush
did well but could not mateh the brand
of hurling uncorked by Rip Collins,
erstwhile Yankee, whe viloted the
Red Sox to a 3 to devision.
The hitting of Derrill Pratt and
Jobnny Mitchell, also Yankee cast-offs,
featured in all the Boston scoring.

The St. Lonis Browna, whose re-
maining chance in tho race rests on
the sibility of tie, which would re-
sult if they win all of their remaining
three games while the Yankees lose
the same number yvet on their ached-
uls, get into action to-day against the
White Sox after a lay-off of several
days. A defeat for the Browns would
sutomatioally eliminate them from
the contest regardless of how the Hug-
men fare.

Should the unexpected happen, how-
ever, and the Browns tle the Yan-
kess for the pennant, the rules pro-
vide that a playoff of three games
would be necessary to decide the
championship. ~ These games would
have to be played in neutral cities of
< the league, Bmhably Chicago, Phila-

delphis and Boston. Such an eventu
ality also would necessitate a post-
ponement in the opening of the world's
series.

Washington and Philadelphin  Ath-
lotics, the only other major league
clubs active vesterday, split a double
header, Ed Rommel, Mack's mound
nee, was knoeked out in the first game,
whieh the Senatdrs womn, 9 to 6, but
the Athletiea slugged out a 12 to 4
vietory in the second contest, a six in-
ning affair.

_often were not leading sluggers, but
as a general thing the pitchers, emtch-
ors and battery coxchos have bheen suf-
ficiently observant to discover a bat-
ter's preferences and weakness hefore
he has stood up for inspection many
times,

When thy call of “play ball” is
sounded over Harlem Heights mnext
Wadnesday there will be in the Giants’
lineup three of the batters who have
set or equalled hitting records of the
¢lassica, as will be a galaxy of batting
stars on both teams, such as seldom
have been gathered into one ball yard
in highest honor play.

Two of the Giants are among the
ten hatsmen who have made four hits
in one game of a world series, the
most oollected by any player in the
classics’ histary. The two are Frank
Frisch, the “Fordbam Flash" and
Frank Snyder, the big catcher, both of
whom made the welkin ring last year.

In the first game of the 1621 series,
iFrisch singled four times off the deliv-
sry of Carl Mays, who goes down into
the deap to shoot ‘em over. That, how-
pver, was almost the last of Frisch's
hitting, for he gathered anly five more
hit« in the remaining seven games.
