MANDAMUS PROCEEDINGS

To Compel Rutland Street Railway to
Pave Its Tracka.

In the mandamus proceedings
brought by the town of West Rutland
against the Rutland Railway, Light
and Power company, & hearing on
»:::c;]j began in Vermont supreme court
Tuesday nftermoon, the town is seek-
ing an order compelling the company
to pave *ite tracks with conerets for
about 3200 feet through West Rut-
land, wecording to & statement given
out by H. L. Skesls, one of the at-
torneys for the company. The town
claims that the company should do
the paving under the provisions of its
chapter,

The streets on which it is desired
that the company should install con-
erete paving are paved in this way
at the present time. The cost of such
paving to the company would be at
least in the vicinity of $25,000, Mr,
Skeels stated, and if done in the best
way, thiz part of the milway would
huve to be ripped up and new ties
laid, with an expense nearer 535.000
than $25,000 for the whole project.
