The Republican organs which first
eried “forgery” when Mrs. Morrill’s
letter to the Ohio State Committee
was published were bafflled by her
identification of her letter and her
reiteration of the charges she had
made. Here is new food for reflec-
tioa which is tuken from the Spring-
field (Mass.)
