A Schoolhouse Built-in this State
Every Day in the Year.

The Schoo: Journal, of New York, has
an excellent article on North Carolina’s
public sghools. It is illustrated with
pictures of the governor’s manpsion. the
sltate capitol, the building for the blind,
the Baptist University for women, ete
The article states that the last five
years have been a period of unprece-
dented progress in educdtion. From
1900 to 1905, 1,459 new public school-
houses were built. In 11905 alone, 440
new houses were erected with an aver-
age value of $425. During the five
years ending June 30, 1965, the total
value of public school property increas-
ed from $1,153,311 vo §3,203.141
this period more than one #chool hodse
w duy for every day io the vear has been
built in North Carolina, the value of
pub'ic school proper'y more than
doubled, and the expenditures for build-
tog and opening school houses increased
nearly five fold. 1,259 rural libraries
have been established, costing $40,875
and gontaiving 113.208 volumes. In ad-
dition to this 107 libraries have been ea
tablished by private subsecription,
