Hughes Defeats Hearst, But Remain-
der of the Democratic State
Ticket Wins in New York.

Results of the elections in 'all-.pnrta
of the country are shown in the fol-
lowing paragraphs:

New York—Latest reports on the
vote for Governor show that Hughes
received 746,334 votes and Hearst

684,722, This gives Hughes a plu-
rality on the face of the presenmt re-
turns of 61,612.
