About the moset objectionable
messure so far enacted into law at
this session is the bill passed on
Friday permitting a wife to ob-

Railroad matters are still en-
gaging the attention of legislat-
ors, especially members of the
committees on public service cor-
poraticn, more than anything else.
Numbers of bills providing for re-
forms in the freight and passen-
ger service have been introduced,
but no definite conclusion will be
reached until all possible infor-
mation is obtained bearing upon
these questions. High officials
from all the great railway systems
baving interests in the State have
had their inning before the joint
committee of the two houses and
each of them maintain that any
reduction in passenger rates would
inure to _their positive injury;
that their credit would be impair«
ed and needed improvements now
in progress and under contempla-
tion in the service seriously re-
sarded. It is their business to
prevent any reduction if they can
but the prevailing sentiment war-
rants the suggestion that a rate
bill will be passed, based possibly
upon the earning capacity per
mile of equipment. This, it is
claimed, would prevent any hard-
ships upon the amaller roads now
in operation and those that may
hereafter be constructed. The
popular rate for passengers ap-
pears to be 2 1-4 and 2 3-4 based
as already stated, upon the earn-
ing capacity per mile.
