AT 1 WRE TRUBLEAATS

His Action In “Ancther Pa-
tronage Matter” Dram
Fire from J. B. Freeman.

(Special to News and Qbserver.)

Asheville, N. C., Feb.” 2.<It
has become known that Miss
Mary Ethel Jones, daughter of
J. Will Jones, has been appoint-
ed postmaster of Fairview, suc-
ceeding Henry Grant, who; how-|.
ever, is no relation of Congress-
man John G Grant, and thereby
hangs a tale of a whlﬂwmd
which is likely to relieve the
Biltmore affair, in certain sec-
tions at least.

Henry Grant is an old man,
over 70 years of age and his
friends urged that he be kept in
office, not only on account of
party service but for humani-
tarian reasons 48 he needed the
money to support himself and his
wife, 82 years old and blind: To
urge this, friends of the post-
master sent J. B. Freeman,
known as ‘Rome’’ to Washing-
ton, to intercede with the Con-
gressman. He warned Grant of
the consequences if he removed
the old man; that it would be po-
litical suicide. He returned
feeling that all would be well,
but later it developed that Grant
was determined to appoint Jones
or a member of his family.

Protests from a number of
people of the Fairview section
availed naught, and today it be-
came known that " Grant had
appointed a lady. It is charged
that in order to remove Grant,
the Congressman had the people,
at least those who wanted to get
Jones into the office, - to prefer
charges of incompeteney against
the postmaster.

Today the old line Republicans
of that section are-hot. .

Freeman has'written Congress-
man Graat a’letter ia. whicf he
plainly:tells him that the parting
of the ways have eome. He has
been a bosom friend of the Con-
gressman, but he declares he
cannot longer be. Tomake em-
phatic his meaning he pictured
on the letter a sketch of a part-
ing hand. Freeman today open-
ly declared that'‘it is conservative
to say that this affair will cost
Grant 100 votes; that he and
those who stood by him, repre-
senting many of the best fami-
lies in this section will never
vote for a man who has given
them such treatment in return
for life-time friendship.’”” Free-
man waited long before burning
bridges behind him, but upon the
failure to get an answer from
Grant at Washington regarding
the appointment, he told repor-
ters to go ahead with-the story,
and drove back to his farm,
twelve miles away, where he de-
clares he will work to down
Grant.
