State Will Contruct Highway Through
Hickory Nut Gap And Same Is to Be
Maintained By Counties of Buncombe
Henderson and Rutherford.

For the purpese of arousing interest
in the project and making prepar-
ations for the beginning of the work
on the unimproved link of the Ashe-
ville-Charlotte highway, a meeting
will be held, at Bat Cave March 31,
which will be attended by good roads
.enthusiasts fromy varioua points :n
western North Carolina. It {8 expec.
ed that Governor Locke Traiz will be
in attendance and will make an ad-
dress, and Dr. Joseph Hyde Prtt, the
state geologist, wil lbe present. A
large delegation from the Good Roads
association of Asheville and Buncombe
county will attend, going from this
city in automobiles.

Dr. H. M_ Fletcher received a letter
yvesterday from Dr. Prat. asking that
he make plans for the coming meet-
ing and informing him that the pros-
pects are that the road will be ready
for travel the latter part of the coming
summer. State convicts will be put on
the road from the Rutherford county
line to the Buncombe county line,
through Henderson county, and it wiil
be designated as the state highway.
The road in Henderson county extenda
up the Broad river and the Hickory
creek to Hickory Nut Gap.

travel, western North Carolina will be
greatly benefitted.

county line to the Buncombe county

Governor Crajg has designated the
road from Ridgecrest to Old Fort as
that upon which a federal appropria-
tion for good roads is to be spent and
Old Fort township will issue bonds to
the amount of $20,000 for the comple-
tion of the link of the central highway
through that section. This road will
be finished within the next few months
and as a result of the fact that “all
good roads lead to Asheville,” it is be-
lieved that hundreds of automobilists
will take advantage of the opportuni-
ties which will be offered to motor to
the metropolis of the Land of the Sky.
