The President Announces His Mexican
. Policy.
Washington, August 28.—President
Wilson appeared in ‘person before
congress yesterday and laid before the

world the details of the United States:

cfforts ‘to ‘bring about peace in Mexico
+he facts concerning Huerta's rejec-
tion of the peace proposals, and thée
policy to be pursued now by this gov-
ernment.

The president announced the posi-
tion of the Umited States to be as fol-
lows:

No armed intervention.

Strict nsutrality “forbidding the ex-
portation of arms or munitions of war
of any kind from the United States to
any part of the republic of Mexic

Under no cidecumstances 6 be “the
nartisans of eiehtr party to the con.
test that now distracts Mexico, or con-
siitute ourselves the virtual umpire
between them.” .

To urge all Americans to leave Mex-
ico at once and to assit them to get
away in every way possible. =

To let everyone in Mexico who as- |
sumes to exercise authority know that ;

this government “shall  vigilantly
wittch the fortunes of thise Americans
who cannot get away and shall hold
those responsible for their sufferings
