NEEDS OF DEEPER PLOWING
IN HENDERSON COUNTY.

Farm Demostrator Perkins Ontlines
Plans to” Farmers Wherehy

They Can Great Increase
Crop Yield.

Editor Huatler:bel-lndcrat:

In.my travel, and study of Hen-
derson County, I find thousands of
acres of land which need deeper
plowing than it is receivirg today. |
Is it the} lack of more and heaver
work animals on the farm ? Is it the
lack of time to do this kind of plow-|
ing? Is it because men think that
it will not pay them to plow deep?
Is it because some of our friends
have plowed deep in the spring' and
have failed to make it pay? Is it
because it is human néiture to do
those things which we know are

.these soil-grains, as it is impoSsble for

wrong? Is it our old, old way that
has us handicapped? Isit for the
reason that we are not able to buy
the machinery necessary to-do these
things? Is it because we have not
really studied the matter over®

The average depth of breaking in
North Carolina is about three inches

Can you store up enough water in
three inches of soil to produce an
average crop of cern? -

it requires ten inches of water to
produce a crop of 25 bushels of corn
to the acre. It is calculated that it
takes ninety gallons of water toeach
stalk of corn that grows on your
farm. How are we going to.store
up that much meoisture in the soil?
Below I shall point out some of the
advantages of deep and thorough
preparation.

The most efficient means of assist-
ing nature in the conversion of un-
available food into forces that plants
can use is good tillage of - the soil.
Tillage, in the sense in which it is
used here, signifies any operation of
stitring and pulvering the soil by
means of plows, harrows, cultivators
or any other implimenis. ~“If a sub-
soiler can’t be had, use a bull-tongue
plow™.

The most noticeable result of

the large lumps being broken up
into smaller pdrticles, and in this
way nature’s work.in the formatiou
of soil is hastened. Pulverization
of the earth is beneficial in many
ways, - In the first place,. loosening
the soil makes it ezsier for the plant
roots and root-hairs to penetrate it.

All soﬂs are composed of grains of
greater or less dimensions separated
byairspaces. The tender root-hairs
must push their way in between

themto penetrate the soil particles
thenelves. It mnst be evident

that the more the soil is pulvenzed
the larger the number of openings |
between grains, and consequently,
the greater room for root growth.

The plant is dependnt upon the
root-hairs for its supply of mineral
food and, as these hairsgrow only
between and around these soil grainsl
it is apparent that thev can feed it|
only on the surface of these particles.
Good tillage increases the amount of
surface exposed to the roots by
breaking up the larger lumps into
smaller grains ; and the more com-
blete the pulverization the larger
the area from which the plant can
obtain its food. _

Tillage hastens chemical changes
in the soil. By tillage we bring to-
gether particles which have not be-
fore come into contact. In this way
chemical changes take place that
render those “ locked up” plant foods
available; for substances having
different chemical properties are
thus enabled to aet upon cach other.
The changes brought about by freez-
ing and thawing can not be carried
on to much depth in  Henderson
County without the aid of the plow.

This can done by the use of the
plow in the field, leaving it rough so
that the most space possible can be
exposed to the winter rains and
snows. Freezing and thawing bring
about disintégration of the clods, and

ments have shown that it is only
from the air in the soil that they
can draw their supply of nitrogen:-

Deep, thorough preparation not
only increases the amount of surface
on which the plants can feed, but
at the same time enlarges the water
supply by giving ihe soil greater
capacity for holdig moisture: Each
soil-germ is surrounded by a film of
water which is called .the capillary
water or film moisture. The plant
is dependent upon this film moisture
for its supply. and it is readily seen
that the amount of the capillary
waters that the soil can retain de-
pends upon the depth and thorough-
ness of the surface area which you

is so tilled or pulverized as to re-
duce the average -diameter of the
soil particles to one tenth the origin-
al diameter, the plant now has ten
acres from which to draw its supply
of water and mineral food for each
acre it had before; and the soil is
