tence or pardon, forgetful that such
lax administration of justice lowers
respect for law and makes every life
less gecure.

In the old couniry people have a
greater reverence for authority be-
cause law is generally executed with
the certainty of convieting criminals
and punishment is gwift and sure.
Men think seriously of consequences
before they engage in lawlessnesg and
are thus restrainedq in-large measure
from deeds of violence,

In rural gommunities crime is gen-
erally less prevalent than in crowded
and congested cities, yet last year
there were in staid and conservative
North Carolina, with a population al-
most entirely rural, five times as many
as_in the city of London,
which contains more than twice the in-
