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AGRICULTURAL.

Forage Crop Experiments.

We find st the Agricultural College of
Mississippi that land planted in feed crops
will as much returns for the invest-
ment in labor as it will if planted in s safe
crop, in fact & better retarn than we get
trom planting cotton.

in we find that slternating caulti-
vating crops with such crops as peas,
clover and other forage crops the land im-
proves in fertility and productiveness,
also land that has been pastared three to
five years may then be cultivated again
sod the orop inoreased three or four fold
without applying fertilizers. Prof. J. A,
Myers, of this college, and myselfl com-
menced an investigation Iast year to learn
why the growiog of the forage crops bene-
fited the land for succeeding crops. It is
simply s repetition of similar experiments
that have been made in Europe. We
find that an acre of lespedezs, cow pea,
aad clover and Bermuda grass roots, after
removing the top growth, weigh from
1,000 to 10,000 pounds, and that the roots
contain from five to thirty dollars’ worth
of fertilizing matter estimated in the same
way that the value of the commercial fer-
tilizers is determined. We are adopting
the Elll of cultivating our best land two
or three years, and then plantiog to clover
two yeare. -

Our poor and thin land we are pastur-
i"ﬁ and such of it as we desire to crop
will be cropped one or two years, and

tured from four to six years. QOoe of
our fields that made ten bushels of corn
1o the sere in 1881 with 200 pounds of
fertilizer, pastured then until the present
year, promises now, from present appear-
ances, to make forty bushels of corn to
the acre without beiog fertilized. An-
other field planted in corn in 1884 and 85,
wes sowed to red clover March 181, 1886.
It made two tons of good hay to the acre
last year, and in washing out the clover
roots left io the sod last winter we found
some 2,000 pounds of roots that analysis
cootained as much plant food as halfa ton
of standard fertilizer.

This resalt was obtsined from sowing
oue dollar’s worth of clover seed to the
aore, and without plowing the land, on
land that has been improved by filling the
s0il with roots. We are now beginning
1o use the concentrated fertilizers. Now
this is not intensive larming, if I under-
stand the meaning given to that expres.
siop; it is, bowever, iotenrive labor, count-
ing the namber of hands that are required

“on a farm worked on this plan, as com-

pared with a farm all under caltivation,
The system csiis for stock, to consume the
forage grown to fill the soil with roots, Lo
utilize poor land for pasture, and make it
pay new while it is improving, to make
maaure, and to get the food value of cot-
ton seed io addition Lo its lertilizing value.
It means stock-growing Lo a much greater
extent thav I understand to be advocated
in the artiole I have stated that I can now
sgree with, and it would also render the
working force of the average cotton and
corn plantations abound four-fifths in
number. The question for discussion is,
cap this system of farming that is snccess-
ful with us be adopted elsewhere ?— Frof.
F. A, Gully in Southern Cultivator.

Late Summer Crops.

In addition to peas there sre a few
other crops whose planting may still con-
tinue, success being dependent more upon
sessons. It should be remembered that
Iate-planted crops require rich soil and
deep preparation. Forage crops of corn,
millet, sorghum, eto., may still be made,
but will not amount to much without good
ground, good preparation and reasonable
seasons. If such plantiogs be made and
the plants started off in July, the August
rains are frequently safficient to mature
fine yields. We have bhad fine success
with cat-tail millet sown even so late as
Aaguet 1st. The best potatoes for keep-
ing, as well as for plaoting next spring,
sare made from vines set out in well-
plowed, good soil throughout the mounth
of July, those planted early in the month
often making as large tubers as may be
desired, and the later, sufficiently large
for ordinary use and for seed. There is
no doubt of the fact that later plantings
produce better keepers, and they are
much cheaper, as they make with much
leas labor. Planotings of cuttings on
wheat, barley or rye lots are almost cer-
tain of & good yield of smooth, fair-sized
potatoes at very small expenee of labor.
Very late plantings should be in closer
rows and the beds not thrown up so high.
—Southern Cultivator.

Killing off Old Hens.

When one and two years old the hen is
at her best for egg production. Especially
valusble fowls may be kept longer and
make better sitterathan when younger.
Afver the flush of egg production has
stopped, they begin to want to sit, is a

time to kill them offf They keep in
flesh while laying, but rapidly grow
thin when the fever of incubation is on
them, so that if not killed promptly they
will not be in condition again until late in
the sesson. Thinning theflock now makes
room for growing chicks, and on the farm
vents loss by their ravages on crops or
o the gardens. It is a sign of unthrifti-
nees Lo see fowls five, six and even ten
ears old about the premises. They have
ong outlived their best usefuluess, and
should make way for something better.

SeepiNaé WaEaT.—A Frenchman ex-
perimented oo the depth for planting
wheat. He made thirteen beds, and
planted 150 grains in each, at deptbs be-
gioning at seven inches, decreasing to the
surfaca. In the seven-inch bed five grains
out of 150 germivated. They gave filty-
three heads, with 682 grains. This re-
tarn kept on increasing for each bed as it
dec in depth at which the seeds
were planted. At three and three-quarter
inches deep ninety-three seeds sprouted,
with 992 heads, yielding 18,534 grains.
At 1} inches, sprouting 142 seeds, Lhere
were 1,660 heads, containing 35,816 graius.
On the sarface oaly twenly grains germi-
nated, yielding 1,600 grains, The great-
est returns in grains and etraw was al-
tained by the 1§ inch bed. The sower
should, therefore, endeavor to cover the
seed not more than two nor less than oue

inch, — K.

To Curk s Horsr rroM KickiNG.—
The simple prescription here given has
the endorsement of & prominent authority
in such matters: “If you have a horse
thias is in the habit of kicking, pat him in
s narrow stall that has both sides thickly
padded. Saspend s sack filled with hay
or straw, 8o that it will strike hia heels,
and let horse and sack fightit ont. Be
gure to have things arranged so that the
horse canuot hurt himself. The sack will
be vistorious every time, and in the end
‘the borse will absolately refuse to kick
the sack or anythiog else.

How to Prevent Chicken Cholera.

It may be well to bear in mind that
during the next three months more adult
fowls will die then for the other nine
months of the year combined. In July,
August aod September dead grown chick-
ens are met with everywhere, nnder the
roosts, about the fence corners, and in the
alleys. At this season of the year that
dread scourge of the pouliry yard, chicken
cholera, stalks abroed and its victims are
legion.

But why come in the autumn rather
than at any other season of the year?
Because then it is that our birds are all
ruo down after laying and bhatching sea-
son, their natural vitality is at a misimum,
the heat is intense, lice are numerous,
waler frequently is foul, and they are be-
ginning to mouit, which latter ordeal of
iteelf generally finishes the oldest and
most feeble. The stench that pervades
some chicken-houses of a hol sommer
night would kill 8 baman being to inhale
it one week. Thnen why subject the fowls
to such anhealthy conditions and expect
them to remain strong and -vigorouos,
Ventilate that old hen-house. Knock off
the planks at the top of the sides; you
can nail them on again in the late fall
Lattice it up and leave plenty of ventila-
tion. Let the air pass throuogh it like a
sieve. All the chickens waot in the way
of a house at night in the summer time is
a shelter from the rain. Clean it out
thoroughly and loosen up the earth in the
bottom of it. Whitewash it thorougtly
ingide and out, Wash the roosting
perches with copperas water (green vitriol)
and thiow fresh lime anderneath them,
Don’s stop with the first effurts, but make
it a rule to renovale once a week, cairy-
ing out the droppings, washing the perches
and sprinkling the lime about,

See to it that the fowls have a good
place to wallow. Without their dust bath
the poor things will be over-run with lice,
The dust to them is what water is Lo us,
It cleanses and invigorates them and im-
proves their plomage, Give them plenty
of pure fresh water. This malter must
not be neglected at this season of the
year. Through their drinking waler we
may possess Lhe power to stay their arch
e¢nemy, cholera; mix avd keep on hand s
solution as follows: Dissolve in two gal-
lons of water half a pound of sulphate of
iron and one ounce of sulphurie acid; add
this to their drinking water of a8 morniog
in preparation of a teaspoonful to each
pint of water. This may be given Lbree
times'a week for the next three m.nths
with most excellent results. If, however,
any of the birds show any indications of
dysentery, omit Lhe solution for a while
and put a little sulpbate of copper (blue
stove, in the water—just enough to turn
the latter slightly bine, This remedy has
never failed to check up and eet right our
chickens whenever they exhibited any
signe of dysentery or cholera. Keep
plenty of fresh lime about, and give the
fowls access to green {ood, and then you
need have no fears of chicken cholera.—
H. B. Geer in Southe:n Cultivator.
