I have a colt which at six months old
became lame in his fore feet with some-
thing like ring-hoof-, breaking out at the
top of the hoof in the rear going half
round. When a strong mullein tea and
pinetop and bluestone were applied the
breaking out was stopped and healed up,
but the pain was not relieved. He still
Buffered very much and could hardly work
at all. By spring his hoofs had grown
very long and looked like those of a foun-

dered horse. They broke off, and on
trimming them the colt got well and grew
finely all summer; but about the same
time of the year (December) the disease
returned. I immediately repeated the
same treatment as at first, which seemed
to prevent it from breaking out, but the
colt suffered just as before; lost his appe-
tite and became very poor. In the spring
he got better, and io a few months was in
fine condition, which is the case now. He
was two years old in May last. JI A. F,
in Southern Cultivator.

Kins Cotton.

The cotton crop now maturing in tBe

South promises to be the largest ever
raised in the United States. It is thought
that it may reach 7,500,000 bales, which
would be 500,000 bales to excess of any
previous year. The crop of 1885 was an
enormous one, reaching 6,500,000 bales,
but the largest crop yet produced was
that raised in 1883, which was 6,992,234
bales.

The history of cotton raising in the
United States is an interesting one: In
1791, almost a full century ago, the Uni-
ted States sent sixty-fou- r bags of cotton
to England, and fifteen years later the
export had increased to 100,000 bags.
But in that early day there could have
been no anticipation of the large place
that cotton was to fill in the productions
of the country. In 1829 the crop reached
860,415 bales, and in 1833 it had "grown
to upwards ot 1,000,000, below which it
has never since fallen, unless during the
period of the civil war, of which there is
no record.

The largest crop raised by slave labo r
was in 1860, when the production was
4,669,770 bales. For five years after the
war the crop ranged between two and
three million bales, getting' up to four
millions in 1874, to five millions in 1879,
and to six millions in 1881. Daring the
last ten years, under free labor, the cot-
ton yield has been from, a third to a half
larger than the biggest crop ever grown
by slave labor.

Great as the production now is, it seems
likely that it must reach even larger fig-

ures in the future. There is still ranch
good cotton land in the South that is not
utilized, and much that is farmed can be
made to give a heavier yield by better
cultivation.

For several years past, money and en-

terprise have been seeking investment in
cotton growing, and this tendency will
continue as long as satisfactory returns
are obtained. At an average of nine
cents a pound, the present year's crop
will be worth in the neighborhood of
$300,000,000. American Cultivator.

Protect the Cattle
Now is the time to fill your stables and

lots full of pine straw, oak leaves or any
kind of straw or litter. , If you do not do
this now, you will not do it at all. Now
is the time, the accepted time, to prepare
your stables and shelters to protect your
mules, oxen and cattle from the winds,
snows and sleets. If you do not do it
now, you will not do it at all. And if you
fail to protect your stock from the winter
winds and snows, you ought to be in-

dicted for cruelty to animals, and if the
laws will not punish you for such a crime
we feel sure the King o( Kings will.
Self interest ought to lead you to build
warm sheds . to protect your cattle. It
wilt not take half the feed to wiuter
stock in warm sheds or stables as it will
out doors. Besides how can we be so
cruel, wioked and inhuman as to leave our
slock out all winter in the weather? A
cow that stands out all winter will take
all next summer to get her flesh back, if
per chance she should live through the
winter. It does not cost much to build
these sheds. You can build them all
around your barns, stables, gin houses or
any other out house. Build always on
the south side if possible. If you can do
no belter put you up a plank fence nailed

. on perpendicular eight feet high and
break the joints with narrow strips, and
have the fence in the shape of a half moon.
Let the fenoe face the South.

A oow will give three times as much
milk in the winter kept in a warm stable
as she will exposed to the cold winds.
The same is true as to males, horses and
other cattle so far as feed is copcerned and
keeping fat. Half feed and warm stables
is much better than whole feed and no
stables. We know from experience, and
life is too short and you are too old to try
experiments. Better take our word and
follow our advice in this matter. Sco-
tland Neck Democrat.

Reclaiming Wet Lands.

September is the best month for re-

claiming boggy and wetlands. The first
object should be to get rid of the surplus
water. This should be done by means of
under-drain- s carefully laid, made of com
mon twelve-inc- h boards l inches thick,
with one the under side left opeu. In
other words a strong trough turned up-

side down. Such drains, if made of good
lumber, will be sound for twenty years.
Of course, the regular tile drains are bel-

ter, but very much more expensive. On
most farms in the oountry, there are lands
that may be drained to advantage, and
now when the crops are mostly laid
by, the work can be done most economi-
cally. In draining bogs, the first step
should be to cut cff the spring water,
which will be found generally to proceed

.from the surrounding highlands. Ditches
must be dug in such a manner as to inter,
cept this water, and convey it to the gen-

eral outlet. When, this has been done, it
may then be determined where cross
ditches and how many of them will be re
quired. To make the work effective care
must be observed that the inclinations are
oorrect, and the outlet fully large enough
to carry off the utmost quantity of water
that is ever accumulated during the
wettest spells of weather. The top of no
underdram should be nearer to the sur
face of the ground than 18 inches; and it
has been found that under-drain- s are most
effective which average about two feet
below the surface. Such a depth allows
of deep culture, while there is no danger
ot any agricultural implement striking
against the drain. A drain too near the
surface is a perpetual nuisance, while it is
also liable to injury.

Why Small Farmers are Prosperous.
We have often had occasion to call at-

tention to the fact that those we are ac
customed to call "email farmers" are gen
erally the most prosperous people in the
South. They are not so because email
farms and very limited operations are in
themselves, best, but because these farm
ers are working in harmony with circum
slauces. Tbey have accepted the situa
tion, and put their own hands to the
plough. Having small capital, and often
very limited knowledge and skill, tbey go
safely, as they see the way clearly before
them. The large planter on the contrary,
often without any capital at all of his
own, attempts on borrowed money (at
fearfully high rates of interest) to conduct
large operations, without closely counting
the costs or the risks, and fail as any
sound minded man, not infatuated with
cotton, would see that he must. This
does not prove that small farms and small
farming are necessarjly most profitable,
but that our operations, both as to method
and to extent, must correspond with our
capital and other circumstances. Rural
Carolinian.

A Whitewash Equal to Paint. The
lollowing is good; cut it out and keep
it. Housekeepers after trying it will never
be without it afterwards:

The lollowing recipe for whitewash,
sent out by the United States Treasury
Department to all the light-hous- e keepers,
makes an article that answers on wood,
brick or stone, nearly as well as oil paint,
and is much cheaper: Slake half a bushel
of unslaked lime with boiling water, keep-
ing it covered during the process. Strain
it, and add a peck of salt, dissolved in
warm water, three pounds ot ground rice
put into boiling water and boiled to a
thin paste; half a pound of powdered
Spanish wbiting, and a pound of clear
glue, dissolved in warm water; mix these
well together, and let the mixture stand
for several days. Keep the wash thus
prepared in a kettle or portable furnace,
and when used put it on as hot as possi-

ble, with either painter's or white wash
brushes.

Dishorning Cattle. All cattle (es-

pecially bulls) ought to be dishorned at
three to five weeks old, writes a corres-
pondent of the Cultivator. It is a very
simple operation then, as the horns do not
adhere to the skull at that time, and it is
not nearly as painful as castration. He
adds that be has begun and shall continue
to dishorn all the bulls he raises for sei-vic-

and castrate those raised for farm
work or steers. He has dishorned five
Jersey heilers for a herd of no-horn-

Jerseys, and has a pair of Jersey steers
that look exactly alike and are as "smart"
as can be to work. He can teach the
steers anything, even to get upon a half
barrel. They are three years old, and
weigh about 2,500 pounds. It costs one
fifth less to keep dishorned cattle of the
same weight and size than it does those
with horns.

Cuke foe House Distemper. When
a horse is first taken with the distemper,
almost the first symptoms of the disease
which will be noticed, are that the animal
refuses to drink water when offered, ap
pears languid and dull, and eats little.
After two or three days the horse begins
to cough and swell under the throat. To
cure this disease, is to take away most of
the food, especially hay. Dissolve a small
quantity ot indigo in a pail of water, and
make the horse drink it. .Let him nave no
other water but that which has the indigo
dissolved in it. This is said to be a sure
cure.
