To Maka Potatoes Mealy- - i; ;

Mealy potatoes are more, nutritious
than waxy ones, because theyr contain
more of starch. A microscope shows a
potatoe to be almost entirely composed
of cells, which are sometimes filled and
sometimes oontain. .clusters of beautiful
little oval grains.' Now, these little grains
remain unchanged when cold, but when
heated in warm water to about the degree
that melts wax they dissolve in .it. the
whole becoming a jelly. If there is not
a great quantity of starch in the cells it
will not burst, but if the number of grains
or their size be very great the potatoe is
broken on all sides by the explosion of
the jelly in the cells, and mealiness is
produced. To insure mealy potatoes peel
them and put them on the fire in boiling
water; as soon as . they are done drain
them, cover , them closely and set them
near the fire for five minutes. --NewTorlc
World.
