These and many, like them
are permanent annuities. Some of them
bare run a hundred years. Most of them
have been in operation. fifty years. . They
seem to be just as good for another een-tur- y.

There are the Pottawatomies of Indiana
and --Michigan. They have worked , the
white man beautifully. In 1795 they got
one permanent annuity, which has been
paid regularly ever since. In 1809 they
socked it to our grand-fathe- rs for Another
annuity. In ,1818 the Pottawatomies
came again, and this Government agreed
so pay them another so much.a jear with-
out any limitation of time. The fourth
permanent annuity for this thrifty tribe
was fastened upon the Treasury in 1828.
Between that time and 1836 four more
permanent annuities were added to the
Pottawatomies' list. And they have been
paid faithfully every year. 5 They will
be paid next year and the' next after, and
nobody knows when the obligation will
cease. Three of these annuities are pay-
able in "silver, and silver it was for the
Indian all through the war and afterward,
when white folks never saw the color of
a coin. Another annuity is id "specie,'
two more are in "money." The other
two annuities illustrate more forcibly the
farcical. Every year since 1820 . the
Government has solemnly delivered to
the Pottawatomies fifty barrels of salt.
And every year since 1826 this Govern-
ment has maintained a black smith's shop
with equipments end supplies for three
blacksmiths at a cost of $1,008.99 a year
for the Pottawatomies.

The disbursements to these Pottawato-
mies who long ago ceased to be Indians.
in all but name amount to $20,647.65.
