A --writer in Clark's Horse Eeview gives
his experience in curing lock jaw,in which.
be says: If a. nail is picked up, get it
out, of course, as soon as possible ; then
get a naif pailful ot hot water, as hot ' as
the horse can. possibly stand it, pour is
plenty of vinegar and also plenty oi salt.
This is all. only it mnst be so hot that at
first when you put the horse's foot into
it be will pull the foot out of the water,
put it in again, apd keep on doing so
until yon can hold the foot in it - steadily.
Hold it in half an hoar or longer, and re
peat it again after two hours. Do this
at least four times or more the first day,
and .repeat the process the next day. in
bine Oases out of ten it will save the
horse. It has been tried on man, and I
use 1 it myself on my own horse. 'Some
one may say that this remedy is no good,
but if I had a . valuable horse it is the
remedy I would try. Nothing will kill
the blood poison quicker if taken in time.

Cottonseed Bulls for Stock.

Cotton seed hulls promise to become a
leading competitor of wheat as a food
lor stock. If the price of corn advances
much more, as it probably will in conse-
quence of the shortage of this year's
crop, farmers that have osrn will prob-
ably sell it and feed their stock on
cheaper food. "--

-

The government bureau of animal in-

dustry has recently shown the value of
wheat for faltering stock, and has recom-
mended its use where corn sells any-
where near the price of wheat. Another
new food for stook, and one which is said
to be cheaper than corn at present prices,
is cotton seed hulls mixed with cotton
seed meal. . This. mixture is being fed
with good results to cattle in the goutb,
and it has lately been introduced into the
stock-raisin- g districts of some of the
northern states, particularly New York.

..Cotton seed hulls are . baled like hay
and sell at from $4 to $5 per ton in south
ern markets. The Republic.

Mustabd Picklx. Four doxen large
cucumbers; four good-size- d cabbage; one
peck silver-sk- i a onions; one peck green
pepper (removing seed). Scald and peel
onions, drop them in hot salt .water, and
let stand one hour. Cut cabbage, cu-
cumbers, and peppers in small pieces, and
sprinkle with salt, and drain four hours.

? Packin Batter for Winter.

While winter dairying is slowlr U-creas- ing

it. requires so much skUi and
careful management, and suofc a great

t

change in the common methods of the
-- farmrthat while it is the most profitable
partkdairy farming, it is not likely, for

,iomejrears jV bo cwtly, prac-

ticed to fully supply the demand for
butter in the winter. Thus the summer
dairyman may still find it profitable to
pack the fall made trotter for winter sale.
And, indeed, he may do this with ad- -j

yantage as well as safety, for when the
best quality of butter is packed in the
best manner, it will improve during the,

keeping from the fall until winter, and be
reaUy more desirable than the ordinary
winter made article. This is due to the
fact that by the slow ripening in the
package during storage in a cool, clean
place, and in sweet air-tig-ht paokages
there is a slow internal change going on
in the butter by which its finest flavor is

t developed, and, as with fruits, so the
' butter is greatly improved by what may
truly be called in both a process of
ripening. Two things are to be con
aidered in this subject, always, however;
premising that the butter is of the best
quality, as it easily may be when it is
made from the sweet, fresh fall grass,
equal in every respect to the fresh spring
pasture. The first thing in the procesa
is the package ; the second, the manner
of packing the butter.

The best package for this purpose is a
new white oak pail, made of sound timber,'
free of knots and blemishes, half an inch
thick,well jointed, and perfectly seasoned.
This pail holds fifty pounds. White
spruce is tbo next best material, and is
quite as free from any objectionable odor
or taste given to the butter. The pail is

prepared by a thorough cleaning in pure
water. It should be soaked for at least
twenty-fou- r hours, then well scalded, and
then filled with brine. This is done so

that it may stay under the brine twenty
four hours before the butter is packed.
The pail being ready, tbo butter is packed
as soon as it has been finished at the
second working, the day after it is
churned. It is salted in the usual
manner, one ounce to the pound of butter,
of the very purest and finest ground salt
It is worked as dry as it can be. The
pail being emptied of the brine, is dusted
all over the inside with the salt, and the
butter is put( in only so much at a time
as will make a layer of four inches. This
is compactly pressed down by a maple
pressor, made like a common potato
masher, so that all the moisture is
pressed out and drained oft If in this
moisture there is any cloud or shade of
milk, the butter has not been made as
well as it should be, and will not come
out in perfect condition. Not a shade
of milk is to be permitted in the butter
for this use, but any moisture that drains
from it should be as clear as the dew on
the morning grass. Then the butter thus
put in is lightly dusted with salt, and
another layer is put in in the same
manner, until the pail is filled to a
quarter of an inch of the edge of the
pail.

If the butter is not sufficient for a full
pail, it is packed as far as it can be and
covered with salt, and the pail is put away
until the next churning, being kept
covered with a clean towel. Then the
next churninsr is packed in the same
manner until the pail is filled as men
tioned. when the butter is covered with a
piece of good, heavy shirting

.
cloth, well

1 I I 1 - J - A - - J !wasnea in ooiuug water auu ateepeu m
brine, with the pail. It is cut half an
inch larger than the outer edge of the
pail. It is pressed down on the butter to
exclude all air, a little salt being sprinkled
under it, and is then covered with dry
salt to the edge of the pail ; this salt is
well pressed down and is covered with a
sheet or parchment paper, on which is
printed the name of the butter-mak- er and
the dairy, and any handsome device that
may be used as a trademark. This is
injustice to the person who will take all
this trouble to make a fine article of
butter. The cover, treated as the pail
has been, is then securely fastened down
and the pail is stored in a cool, clean,
sweet cellar where the air is dry. .Butter
so paoked will be in the finest condition
until Mayor Jund of the next year, and
should bring the highest market rates.

ST" There is a belief that prevails
among many farmers that many green
manures are sometimes injurious to crops,
causing the soil to turn sour instead of
making it mellow and light. This can
only happen when the soil is full of
stagnant water. If there are under-drai- ns

the surplus water will filter
through the soil and air from the surface
will follow, which will stimulate fermen
tation of the green manure still more.
Something depends on the kind of green
herbage plowed under. A- - growth of
clover has a large proportion of nitrogen
in it, causing it to give off much heat
when it decays, while a growth of sorrel
rots more slowly, and may be said to sour
the land, not because it is itself sour, but
because it has too little nitrogen to get
up much heat. A dressing of quicklime
sown on the field after any green manure
has been plowed under greatly adds to
its effectiveness. American Cultivator.

Increased Call for Farms.
It is a fact that the "hard times"

in town and city have had the
effect to turn an increased measure of at-
tention to the farm and the advantages it
affords for a home. Within a limited
circle of observation in this central part
of the State a considerable number of
farms have been recently purchased by
parties from the cities out of employment,
and therefore out of the opportunity to
earn their daily bread. If we must have
periodical hard times there is then a
measure of good resulting from such a
condition of the country's industries, in
that people in the always crowded cities
are led to look out to the country where
there is always, room, and are let to see
that the farm always furnishes employ-
ment to she --owner and his family, and
liberally supplies the home with the com-
forts and necessities of life. There may
not be so muoh money handled from their
labor on the farm, bat in many cases that
labor judiciously expended on the land
will bring more for the outlay in other
and necessary forms than the. money
earnings in the city purchase. Thia
drift, then, from the eity to better and
happier homes on the farms : ahould be
encouraged. There , never was, and
probably never will lis, a better time to
make the change than now. Farms
wherever found tor sale, are surprisingly
low in value. There is room for all who
