End of a Once Well Known Blockade Running
King.

The Washington correspondent of tbe
Richmond Dispatch gives the following
acsount of tbe death of Alexander Collie,
which will ' be interesting to our peo-
ple : .

About two weeks ago there died in
New York city, in obscurity, tbe famous
Confederate blockade running king, Alex
ander Collie, of Manchester and London,
Eng., though, as his name indicates, he
was a genuine Scotchman. In the former
city there still remains an immense
warehouse, on tbe front of which, is chis-
eled on a large granite block the name of
tbe celebrated nrm, "Alexander Uolne
Co." :

For nearly twenty-fi- ve years Alex
ander Collie had been a fugitive, and had
concealed his identity, under the name
of George McNeil, which he took from
the maternal branch of his family. ' He
was only known to a few New York peo
pie who respected his desire to remain
unknown, and but for an accident he
would have been buried in potter's
field. He was discovered, however, on
his death bed by the son of a Confederate
officer, whose friend Alexander Collie bad
been, and was given decent interment.

During tbe civil war Wilmington, JN.
C, was noted for its blockade runners,
and famous Fort Fisher, commanded by
Colonel William Lamb, of Norfolk,' Va.,
was tbe favorite gateway into the Cape
Fear river. Among the English bouses
who were engaged in blockade running,
and the one that owned by far the largest
fleet of splendid boats, was that of 'Alex-
ander Collie & Co.,the reputation and high
commercial standing of whom were world
wide. Their steamers were of tbe finest,
each subsequent one surpassing the for
mer in size, speed and general . adapt
ability for the purpose of eluding United
States cruisers.

They engaged the of tbe best
naval officers that could be obtained.
Among them was Hewitt, a Yictoria
Cross man, who' afterwards commanded
tbe Queen's yacht, was Ambassador to
Abyssinia and died reoently an .admiral
in tbe navy ; Murray, who was most sue
cessful and fearless, whose real name was
Murray Aynsley, and who, 'after .rapid
promotions, is now a retired admiral.
Burgoyne, who unfortunately - was lost
while in command of tbe British iron
cUd Captain, some tears ago, in the Bay
of Biscay ;and Koberts.who was a second
son of the Earl of Buckinghamshire, and
who died a few years ago as "Jlobart
Pasha," in command of the Turkish
navy. These were tbe class of officers tn
the service of this immensely wealthy firm

Alexander (Jollie s home in .England
was one of princely hospitality .especially
to the officials and friend of the Con
federacy and he often bad as . his guests
ex-Uni- ted States bepator J. M. Mason,
the Confederate Commissioner to Eng
land and Mr. Slidell, Commissioner to
France. ..."

In Wilmington, tbe firm leased ODe of
the most elegant Southern homes, and a
brother, William Collie, who resided there
at tbe time, dispensed with lavish bands
a like hospitality.

bankmsr bouse, a credit ot xiw,
with the information that . when
that was used a draft for any
needed amount would be - honored.
This conduct on the part" of Alexander
Collie for it was" from 'him. the. funds
came-- to an officer 'Whom he had a'right to
suppose oould not again assist him, was a
marked cnaracierisuo oi nimseu auu
fa mily, for among .. the generous; aots of
the brother in Wilmington wefe many
eifts to the poor and needy wives and
children of absent soldiers. . -

The. further assistance- - tendered by
Collie was not needed by Colonel, Lamb
because he was surrounded by fneuds
and was at the luxurious home of his
father inIawj but when he was able to
return to bis Southern home at Norfolk,
Collie, finding it out, persuaded him to go
into business, and sent him ship after
sblD thrvutrh friends, which laid the
foundation of the direct trado which
Norfolk now enjoys with JEurope.

Following their successful speculations
d urine the war, Alexander Collie $ Uo
went into the cotton and cotton goods
trade, establishing branch houses in many
of tbe leading: oommeroial centres ot the
leading commercial centres of the .world,
including Jfgypt, india, Australia, south

Carcass of a Horse.
Source of Haircloth. Boots, Gloves, Combs, Glue

and Various Acids.
In these bicycle days, when a horse

is hardly worth the price of oats, and he
is a better source of revenue when dead
than he was. .when alive, it may be in'
teresttDg to know what becomes of the
carcass when it goes to the rendering
works in Paris or in Portland, Ore. Not
long ago the Portland oonoern bought
one round-u- p of Montana horses for $3
each. Tbe canniig of horseflesh for
European consumption is yet in its In-

fancy, and there is but slight probability
that it will ever become a profitable in-

dustry. As a matter of fact tbe horse
carcass is more valuable for its chemical
products than itwill be as an article'of food

Morses that have served useful and
honorable careers for 20 or 30 years are
fit only for the chemical process. When
the retired animal is dragged in it is
first relieved of it hair by a shaving pro
cess. The tail and mane are specially
valuable, aud from these is made the hair
cloth of commerce. The short hair taken
from the hide is used for stuffing cushions
and horse collars, and thus tbe dead are
made to minister to the comfort of the
living.

The hide of tbe horse is quite valuable,
and a fine quality of cardovan is made
from the skin over the rump. This leather
is used in the manufacture of high-cla- ss

hunting and wading boots, as it can be
made impervious to water. The other
leather is soft and is used mostly for
slippers and heavy driving gloves. The
hoofs ot tbe animal are removed, and
after being boiled to extract the oil from
them, the horney substance is shipped to
the manufactories oi combs and what are
known as Mikado goods.

Next tbe carcass is placed in a cylinder
and cooked, bv steam at a. pressure of
three atmospheres. This separates tbe
flesh from the bones. The leg bones are
very bard and white, and are used for
handles for pocket and table cutlery.
Tbe ribs and head are burned to make
bone-bla- ck after they have been treated
for tbe glue that is in them. In tbe caU
cining ot these bones tbe vapors arising
are condensed and form the chief source
of carbonate of ammonia, which consti-
tutes the base of nearly all ammonical
salts.

Tbe wrens re
treated and disappeared, but in the short
time of ten minutes returned with rein-
forcements, consisting of about seven or
eight other wrens, who after a sharp
conflict drove the intruders from the
field. :

The sparrows, in about fifteen minutes',
also returned, they it their turn having
picked up about ten recruits, and vigor-
ously attacked and pot to flight the whole
army of wrens.

While attentively watching the battle,
and considering it about time for my in
terference, 1 noticed a wren sup over
my birdhouse, and enter one of the com
partments of the martin box, which was
upon a much higher pole.and dis'ant about
ten yards from their pole, upon whose
box the victorious sparrows were
chippering and showing every sign of
victory

The wren soon stole away and disap
peared, and one of the female martins
came out of its compartments, and was
soon joined by the other female ; in afew
minutes the male martins arrivea
very closely together and writing a few
notes all four charged the sparrows, and
in a minute or two bad completly routed
the aggressors, who never returned ; the
martins returned to their box, and soon
tbe four wrens came back, and settled
down happily.

Wintering Cabbage Plants.
p. L. ALLEN.

Although the cold fame lor wintering
cabbage and cauliflower plants is still in
use by many farmers ana garaenere, ib is
by no means the best and most econo-
mical means for the purpose. Some
varieties of cabbages Early Summer
particularly cannot be successfully win-

tered in a cole frame. They will rarely
make good heads if the plants are win-

tered in a cold frame as they very com-

monly run up t0 seed, having received a
cheok which is equivalent to a 'season's
growth. The hotbed, started March 1, is
found to be the better place to raise plants
for an early crop. But an improvement
over this plan even and particularly for
the Wakefield variety, is to raise the
plantain tbe open field, and about the
middle of November take them up and
bury them in trenches, the same aa is
done with the heads for seed purposes :

nlnw nnt. & double furrow six inches
deeo. bv runninsr the plow both ways. In
this the plants are sot closely together,
rnnu down, then a furrow is turned over
them from both sides, covering the plants
tn thfi Hanth of a foot, so that tbe frost is
almost wholly excluded. While a few
HAOTfios of frost ia not iniurious. extreme
freezing would be. so that the covering
ornuld ha sufficient to Drevent it. At tbe
same time, the ground should not be so
warm as tolstimulate active growth.which
in iniurious. To prevent this the trench
ohould h ventilated bv DUttine a small
bundle of straw in the center ol it before
covorinc so that the warm moist air
fmm halnw mav escaDe. In this trench
the Dlants will make a slow growth the
AntirA winter and when taken out in the
anrtnor an d transferred to the field will
make rapid erowth, perfecting their
hAada in two weeks less time than those
from hotbeds or cold frames.
