Education for Citizenship.

Public Opinion.
If there is one institution npon which
the safety and prosperity of the nation
rests more than upon any other, it is the
common school. The men and women of
the future will be what the common
school makes them. The common shools
are better safeguards of the nation than
forts or standing armies. Unless educa-
tion for citizensbip comes through the
schools, 1t may never come at all _.A
young man may not know whetber be will
become & lawyer, a pbysiciap, a minister,
s farmer, or & carpenter, but be ought
early to know that he is sure 1o begome
a citizen, endowed with a cnl_lzen’s rights
and & citizen's responpsibilities, anq he
should early be taught what these rlgl:!ta
and responeibilities ure. We bave special
education for all the busy profcl-'nuna. '0!
life. Why not, then, education for citi-
zenship which msy embrace all profee-
gione? The school tax is always paid by
the state and the individual with legs
complaint than any other tax. There is
a confident feeling that something is al-
ways paid back in fitting our youth for
the duties of life. If this system does
not fulfill the design of those who egnsl_)-
lished and those who maintain it, in
rounding out the lives of our boys and
girls, if it is not making vigorous man-
hood and womanhood, if it is not point-
ing out the way for all to add to the glory
of the state by a comprehension of the
dutics of the citizen, then in so far it is
failing to do what we bave a right to
expect of it. It was never intended that
the free-sehool system of our state should
mean simply scholarship. It means citi-
zenship as well. Ninety per cent of
those educated in the common echools of
the state never go beyond the common
schools, and yet they are sent out into
the busy world as citizens without know-~
ing the rights or duties of citizenship.
There is a periodical discussion as to
whether wo should bave more Greek and
less grammar, more of arithmetic and
less of Aristotle. But thatis npot the vi-
tal point. The great question should be,
ure we doing what we can to make our
children upright, bonest, intelligent citis
zens of the state and republiz? If we
are not, we are not making men who will
be needed o grapple with the problems of
the future,which involve the welfare of the
State. In all our schools, from  the lows
¢st to the highest, let there be taught to
gome extent the ersentinl feamires of vur
Government, This implics the teaching
of politieg, that kind of polities wh'ch,
without bypocracy, corsideis  public
offico s public trust. There isa very
close connoection between honorable poli-
tica aad intelligent citizenship. 1 would
have our )'nll'.]] know whutl caucuses und
conventions are, what they are design-d
to do, before they aro thrust into them to
learn of questi mable methods from those
who would use them Jor persosul or cor-
rupt ends. 1 would have them learn all
these things with dircet reference to their
bearing upon the best interests of State
and Natiou, rather than upon theinters
ests of individuals.
| do not undervalue the study of the
higher mathematices, or of the dead lan-
guages, socalled, as o means of mental
development; but I would combine
therowith proper attention to living 'lan-
guages and living questions. It ia no
slight accomplishment to be able to
write and epeak the English laguage
well. Good grammar and correct spelling
are fully as essential ns a ready knows
ledgo of Greek and Latio roots, If we
toach what statesmen and orators did
and said in ancient Rome and Athens
thousand of years ago, let us ulso teach
what our statesmen and orators are do-
ing and saying every year in
Washington. 1 would have every school.
house, every academy, every college, &
nursery of patriotism, where it should
be taught that the true American citizen
is the highest type of manhood. I would
teach American history, American states-
manship, American valor, American
pluck to American boys and girls in
American schools. | would have the
American flag flying from every place
where school is taught, or displayed in
overy schoolhouse as an object lesson
that learning and loyalty go well to-
gether. I would bhave every national
holiday observed fittingly in every
school. There is a direct relationship
between citizenship and patriotism.
Much is being done. in our schools to
create enthusiasm. The most effective
work in this direction is being done by
the members of the Grand Army posts,
who are active in presenting flags to the
schools of the country. Schools and
scholars and people are becoming inter—
ested in the movement which is grow-
ing every year, Our [immigration laws
need revising. We have opened our
gates to indiscriminate immigration un-
til we bave found that we can afford now
to demand only the best, and to reject
the worst. Our naturalization laws need
to bo amended, and made uniform in
every state and regulated by the Govern-
ment. Judges should be more carefnl
in  judging of the fitness of Chose
who desire io become citizens. There
is safety, from now onward, in educated
suffrage. The laws governing our system
of voting ehould be strenghtened to the
end that every legal vote may be fear-
le=sly cast and honestly counted
But we cannot teach the best citizen-
ship unless we build a foundation upon
temperance and morality. Good citizen-
ship implies good morals. Where relig-
ious instruction cannot be given in any
other way, let it come through the mor-
ality of the teacher by noble example,
for the moral influence of a‘teacher is
sometimes more than the power of all
sects or creeds. The true glory of our
country does not consistin the millions
which our Nation spends each
year for education, but it is measured by
what that education is doing to give a na.
tional character to our people, and to in-
epire in them a love of country and an
ambition for the highest form of enlight.
ened citizenship. So tbe education of
the future, what ever else it may bring
us, will, I believe, teach that the glory of
American citizens is the sturdy manhood
which it develops, and that the glory of
Awmerican manhood is in what it does to
build safe and strong, and wide and deop,
the sure foundations of good citizenship.
