LI HUNGAT
GRANT'S TOMB.

Retarned Home via America to
Pay This Tribute.

Warm Admirer of One of America’s
Grealest Mean—Curious Crowds
Line the Way Wherever the Visi-
tor Goes.

New York, Aug. 30.—Li Hung
Chang, despite the fact that he at-
tended a dinner in his bonor Satur-
day night by ihe ex mipisters to
Cbina at the Waldorf and bad re—
mained up at least an bour beyond
his urual hour for retiring, arose
this morning at 6:30 oclock. At
10 o'clock a delegation of thirty
Chinese merchants, representing
the Lee family in these parts called
on the ambassador to their
respects. The delegation which
was headed by the Chinese cousul
was attired in all the splendor of
Oriental dress, and their pigtails
were carelully groomed. The mem-
bers of the delegation all bowed al-
most Lo the ground, as they entered
Li Hung Chang's presence, and the
great man returned the salute. The
audience lasted for more thau un
bour and it must have beei a
pleasant mecting for the delegation
weas smiling all over when they
came oul oi the room.

The most interesting of the pro-
gram was Lhe visit of the Ambarsa~
dor to the tomb of Gen Gra.t on
River.ide Orive. Li Hung Cbang
had a great admiration for Gen.
Grant who was one of his bheroes,
At an early bour in the forencon a
crowd begun to gather in the vicin
ity of the Waldorf anxious to get a
glimpse of the tamous Chinaman.
Acting Inspector Harley with a
force of 125 men stationed around
the bhousv kept the people frem
crowding arouund tbe hotel

There was Lo cavulry escort to-
dey, the mouuted po.ice doing the
bonors. * T'he program of the vice-
roy was a personal one and this ae»
counts for the abscuee of the Govws
ornm: ul oscoil.

The b ur set for Earl Li's visit
to Grunut's tomwsb was 3 o'clock. Be-
fore that t'me the police swopped
traffic and bpubody was admitled
inte 33rd street. A dense mass of
peoplv lined th= sidewalks along
Fifth svenue as far as the cye
could ses. 'Thero were blue coats
stutioned all ulong the route which
was cover:d by the distinguished
vieitor. This was : Fitih uvenue to
the 94:h street, to the Boulevard,
to R:verride Drive and the tomb.
Acting Police [nspector Thompsoa
wuas ‘0 command of five bundred
mern stationed around the tomb ond
along the drive,

Col Fred D. Grant, accompavied
by his ron Ulysses Grant, of Sandie-
go, 'Cal, urniyed at the Waldorl
at 2:20 o'clock. Mrs, Grant, the
widow of Gen. Grant, who was
slaying at the Fifth avenue Motel,
was driving to Col. Granot's bouse,
25 Eist 62nd sirect where i Hung
Chang was (o visit her after the
ceremony at the tomb was over.

A1 immense wreath which the
ambassador was to place on the
tomb of the dead general was fiist
carried down stairs from the vieces
roy's apartments, This wreath, care~
fully guarded by a member of Li's
suit, was placed in a eab and taken
to the tomb.

At 3 o’clock Li Hung Chang, es-
corted by Gen. Ruger and Col.
Grant, came down 8 airs and walk-
ed tbrough the corrider of the bLos
tel to the 33rd street entrance. There
a carriage was waitiog, aod he took
his seat in it. Col. Graat, Gen. Ru
ger and the official interpreter occu-
pied reats in the eame carriage. In
the sccond carriage were Gen. Miles
Geo, Horace Porter aad Henry W.
Cannon. Ulysses Grant, the son of
Col. Fred Grant, his uncle Ulys:es
Grant aud Mr, Drew were in the
third carriage. Then came the Cai.
nese minister apd exsminister Lo
China,Geo. F, Seward. In the last
carriage were four attendants of the
embassador, Li Hung Chang's
chair occupied a ecrrriage all to it-
self.

Everything was ready in a few
minutes and the start for the tomb
was madeat 3:10 o’clock, the carri-
sge driving at a fair gate up Fifth
avenue, Li held his famous umbrel-
la over bis bead all the way. He
received an eunthutiastic ovation
from the thirty thousands or more
people who lined the R verside and
Morring-ide drives.

A large space sarrounding the
lomb bad been roped in, giving the
Fpectators a goowd opporiunity of
witnessing the proceedings. At the
fuolr of the steps leading to the
ery s was etationed a scrgeant’s
guard from Goyernor's  [s-
land. A solitary policeman stood
guard at the gate «f the tomb in
which Lad been placed earlierin the
day a wr.ath from Mrs U. S. Grant
Sr., copsisting ¢f white roses and
galaxy leaves tied with a satin bow.

Li Hung Chang and party drove

np Riverside drive opposite the
tomb at 4:15 o’'clock. l‘;is appear-

ance was a signal of hearty cheer.
ing. There wasa short delay while
one of the Chinese altendants hass
tened back to a rear carriage to
bring Li " Hung Chang's seat and
chair. When it srrived bhe was
carried by four policeman from the
road tothe tomb, Hs carried an
umbrella in one hand and a gold
mouanted cane in the other. Ou
reaching the top of the flight of
steps Li alighted. The heavy iron
door leading to the tomb was then
opened. Li, after taking in one
band his floral wreath, entered the
erypt and placed it on Lhe iron cas-
ket. Betore doing so he made a
proiound bow. At his side wers
C.l. Fred Grant, his brother, U.S.
Grant, of San Diego, Cal., and hie
son U.S. Graot Jr.,us well as Lo
Hung Lu, the Caisese interpreter.
On the steps ou side stuod Gen
Roger, Gen. Horace Porter,Clol. J. J
Cook. J A.S:ward and Capr. Mima.

In couversation with Col. Grant
he referred to bis warm admirstion
of the late General’s qualities. Ouae
of the leading reasons, he added, for
returning home by the way ofAme~
rica was to visit his friend’s grave.
Through the interpreter he made
many inquirics sbout the mavsolemn
towards which be forwarded IHon.
Jobn Russell Young a -vheck for
$500.

Ailter remaining standing for
twenty mioutes salongside of the
casket, Li uttered severel words in
Chinese, and made a profound bow.
Stepping backward to the door he
repeated the same words (o himself
and made a second bow. Then he
withdrew, As he seated himsellin

he sedan chair the crowd uttered

rousing cheer. This seemed to
please him grestly, for bhe gently
nodded his head.

Thé entire party then entered ear
riages and were driven to the resiy
dence of Col. Grant in East Sixty-
second street. Therea crowd of
3,000 people awaited bim. Li de-
clined the use af tha sedan chair,
aund leaning on Gen Ruger and Col.
Grant, he asseoded the flight of car-
peted steps. Av the door he was
met by U. S. Grant, xon of the iate
generul. The other member: of the
party tollowed.

The viceroy was conducted to the
parlor, where he was reccived by
Mrs, Grant,widow of the late gener-
al. Mrs Grant and ILi are old
friends, and the meeting was affect-
ing. Mra. Grant met His Excellen~
cy-in Caina in 1879, when accom-
panying Gen. Graot ou bis trip
around the world.

The viceroy was preseuted to all
invited guests. He spoko teclingly
to Mrs. Grant of the great loss she
had sustained in the loss ol her bus-
band, and said that be waull al-
ways chersh the generals memory.
Then the viceroy presented Mr+,
Giant w th several pieces al valua~
ble brocaded «xilk, a rare Chincse
vase and a number of chonts !
