Although the financial iNews ar-

ticle bad prev'ouuly appeared in
newspapers from one of which it
was taken by this paper its repu-
blication in The Post gave it a na-

tional prominence which it bad not
formeily attained, and it immtdia-tcdl- y

became a campaign iscue. In
cideoially, The Post bas been cited
as the original medium of the publi-
cation of the article, although that
distinction has been clearly disa-

vowed.
The Republican National Com-

mittee, through its press bureau,
some weeks ago, sent cut a state-
ment that the London Financial
News bad never printed such an
article, and intimating that it was a
political fake and forgery. The
Democratic National Committee, on
the othtr hand, after some investi-
gation, announced that the article
had appeared in the London Finan
cial New exactly as reproduced in
this country. From week to week,
at the campaign progresBed the ar-

ticle in question has continued to
bob up in American politics, being,
repudiated by the Itepulicars and
widely circulated by the Demo-
crats.

VERIFIED IN LONDON.

Without feeling the lean interes-
ted in the political aspect of the
matter, but on account, of having
in good fiiih printed ihd article, and
ihurt started it on i n round, The
Post determined to ifivestigte on
jls own account, the genuiriess ot
tLe original article.
