DRUNKEN JANITOR DOES THE DEED.

He Went Into the Singer ﬁiﬂn‘ Machine
Office Hunting for Another Man, Who
Was Out, Whereupon He Shot the Book-
Keeper-—-The Hash Aét df L. J. Kirk—
There Was No Provoecation.

From the Charlotte Ohu;rver.

Mr. W: G. Lake, book-keeper for the
Singer Sewing Machine Company, in
this" city, .was shot down at his desk
in the company's office, in the Hunt
block, at 1:15 o'clock yesterday after-
noon by Mr. L. J. Kirk, janitor of the
c_it.y hall. Kirk, it appears, had no par-
ueulgr grievance against Mr. Lake. He
was incensed because a sewing machine
upon which he owed am unpaid bal-
ance, had been seized and taken from
his home, and he had gone into the of-
fice on' the hunt of Mr. T. B. Man-
gum, who is in charge of that depart-
ment of the Singer's business in this
city. Mr. Mangum was not in. Kirk
got into a conversation with the book-
keeper, and, after passing a few
words, drew a revolver and shot him.
Kirk was under the influence of lig-
uor. After shooting Mr. Lake he wenut
across the street to the city hall, and,
handing his pistol to an oflicer, he re-

marked: I have killed a man ever
there,”” pointing towards the Hunt
block. He then went into the city

clerk's office and closed the door., The
officers found him waiting there. They
took him down into the station house
and locked him in a cell. The weapon
used is of the bull-dog pattern, double
action, and carries a 38 calibre ball. As
Chief Orr received it from Kirk, all the
chambers were loaded except the one
containing the exploded shell, and upon
that the hammer rested.
THE TRAGEDY.

The Singer office is located on the
ground floor of the Hunt block, the
front part being railed off for the book-
keepers and clerks. At the front, by the
large plate glass window is the desk of
Miss .~elia Smith, the stenographer,fac-
ing the street. From her desk to the
first partition in the office runs a high
counter, mounted by a wire-work rail-
ing. On this counter are the books of
the company, and as the clerks are at
work, they face any one who might bey
in the office on business or otherwise.
It is about five steps from the door to
th's counter. At the time Kirk entered
the office, there were but three people
in the room. Miss Smith was sitting
at her desk and Mr. Lake and Mr. O.
D. Owen, his assistant, were standing
at the counter posting the books. Mr.
(3. (3. Scott, the manager, and Mr. T.
B. Mangzum, were at dinnuer.

“Is Mangum in here?” Nobody had
noticed Kirk's entrance until he had
asked .this question. Then all three of
the occupants of the office looked up

and saw him. “No, he is at dinner,”
said Mr. Lake, momentarily ceasing
work.

“Wwell,” resumed Kirk, drawing close
up to the railing, “he is one of the men
who persuaded my wife to buy thatgna-
chine and 1 want to see him.”

“He is at dinner, now,” replied Mr.
Lake, as he once more began writing
in his book.

Kirk then wanted to know if he
couldn't get the machine back. “No,”

said Mr. K Lake, *“‘not unless you pay
for it.”

“You won't wait on me until next
month?" persisted Kirk.

“No. we can't let you have it,”” Mr.
Lake again said, “unless you pay for
it.”

“You seem to be mighty independ-
ent,” said Kirk in an angry tone.
“As independent as a hog on ice
was Mr. Lake's reply.

“Here,” said Miss Smith, who de-
tailed the occurrence to the Observer,
“there was a momentary pause, a lull,
during which time, I suppose, Kirk,
who is a one-armed man, was fumbling
for his pistor. I only imagine that, as
at the time I was not looking. I re-
member the pause, then I was shocked
by an explosion, and looking up quickly
saw Mr. Lake clap his hands to his
breast. ‘Oh, my!’ he exclaimed and then
began slowly sinking to the floor. I
jumped to his side. He had drawn his
knees almost up to his face and was
groaning. I asked him if I could do
anything for him. He said: ‘No, only
send for a doctor, and Mary." Mary Is
his wife, who lives just across the way
in Hicks’ boarding house. Mr. Lake, 1
am sure, had no premonition of what
was coming. The counter is so high
that from where he was standing he
could not see Kirk reaching for his
pistol, had he been looking for tnat. He
spoke to Kirk in the tone of one party
jesting or joking with another. He had
no idea of Kirk’s intention.”

Mr. Owen was standing at the side
of Mr. Lake when he was shot. He
could not be induced to make a state-
ment, although he stood by am_i cor-
roborated Miss Smith. At the time of
the interview, the tragedy was two
hours old, and the young lady, whose
nerves had been naturally greatly
shorked, had entirely regained her
composure and told the story of the oc-
currence calmly and ('mnwct.wil}’. and
with no trace of nervousness in her ac-
tions or speech.

STRAIGHT THROUGH HIS BODY.

The pistol shot had been heard on the
streets and a crowd very quickly gath-
ered in the office. Dr. A. L. Pelree and
Dr. C. A. Misenheimer were among the
first at the side of the wounded man.
They had him conveyed across the
street to the boarding house kept by
Mr. F. A. Hicks, and on the way they
met his frantic wife, who had heard of
the shooting and who was ‘hurrying to

his room, and his wound was ;mmcd':-
ately attended to. A glance showed

that it was a very dangerous one. The
bullet entered the left breast l-etw_een
the second and third ribs, passed with-
in less than half an inch of the hear:_.
grazed the large pulmonary _artery.
passed through the left lung and lrulg_wl
under the skin in the back., from which
position it was easily cut out. The h_a-ll
passed through his body in an :.le:m}
straight line.

WILL PLEAD INSANITY.

Mr. § J. Pemberton, of Albemarle,
who has been astending Federal Court
this week, knows Kirk well. Kirk sent
for Mr. Pemberton, who visited him ir
his cell. The result of the conference
was that Mr, Pemberton is retained as
Kirk's lawyer. Kirk also wants to re-
tain Attorney-General Frank I. Os-
Lorme. The plea will be insanity. Kirk
says he had no animosity against Mr.
Lake. “Something,” he said, “impelled
me to do it; I don't know what, but 1
was moved to shoot him and couldn’t
resist it

All through the afternoon Kirk talk-
egl in his cell, in a maudlin way. Last
right at 9 o'clock an Observer reporter
acomparied Chief Orr to the cell. Kirk
appeared to be asleep and only roused
up in response to a rough shaking.
Then he looked around as if he =«as
bewildered. He was asked if he knew
what he had done. *““No,” he said,
“what?” “You have shot a man.” He
professed to know nothing about it, and
asked how bad the man was hurt and
wanted to know other detaiis.

The feeling in the community Is one
cf pity. The {ragedy was so unpro-
voked, so cruel and to heariless as to
profoundly stir the town. The wound-
ed man's father is named J. B. Lake
and lives at Columbus, Ga. He has
been telegraphed for.

The last examination made by the
dectors last night showed Mr. Lake's
teinperature to pe 161, and pulse 120.
At 2 o'cloek this morning Mr. Lake was
resting easier and appeared to be more
comfcrtable, his svmptoms at that
hour being considered more favorable.
Mr. lL.ake, the Singer Sewing Machine
Company’s book-keeper, who was shot
by L.J. Kirk, Friday afternoon, is still
alive, More than that, the doctors say
that his condition is encouraging, and
his chances for recovery are Dbetter
than they seemed to be Friday night.
They are slim, though, and the doec-
tors cannot give an opinion as to the
outcome. Mr. Lake appears to suffer
less pain and rests easily. His fever is
light, and all of his symptoms are
favorable, The Charlotte Knights of
Pythias are giving him every atten-
tion possible. Dr. Petree and Dr. Mi-
senheimer both talked encouragingly
Saturday night about Mr. Lake's con-
dition. They are hopeful that he will
recover, vet they say the chances are
very much against him.

loans and - discounts. - Some surprise
was expressed over the last item, as
when the bank's last statement, Octo-

ber 6. was made, the loans and dis-
counts were given as $2,200,000. The
puhlic examiner has evidently given
