The Charleston News and Courter
says. “A year ago the South Caro
lina Legislature passed a bill mak
ing Janunary 14, the birthday of
Robert E. Lee, a legal holiday. This
i8 the first time in the history of the
State that any man’s memory has
been held in such high honor. This
act goes further toward teaching for
all time the truth about the South,
her origin and civilization, her lost
cause in the past and her high hopes
for the future than anything else
Rer Legislature could have done.
Closed schools and closed banks
speak to all ages and classes, and
the meaning of it all must tell of
the good and great Southerner
whom the State holds up as an in-
spiration to her children. Deyotion
to duty, allegiance to State, con-
spicuous gallantry in war, perfect
integrity in defeat, a supreme trust
in God, all of this is tanght by
study of the character of Lee.”

The Daughters of the Confeder-
acy all over the South hold their
annual meetings today. In many
places the day is observed, with ap-
propriate ceremonies, under their
auspices.

Though our State Legislature was
one of the first to pass a law mak-
ing the day a legal holiday, the an-
niversarv has never been properly
observed in the State.

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PLAGUE SPREADING.

FL"EING INHABITANTS OF BOMBAY
SCATTER THE DISEASE.

More Than Two-Thirds of the Inhabi-
tants of the City Have Fled.--Euro-
pean Uovernments Quarantining
Against the Plague.

By Telegraph to The Newa

Bomsay, India, Jan. 18.—The
Bubonic pligue i3 increasing daily
in this city.

It is now estimated that nearly, if
not two thirds of the inhabitants of
the city have fled, and in many io-
stances carried the disease with

them.
HOW THE DISEASE SPREADS.

A cablegram from I.ondon says:

“The French, Austrian and Ital-
ian governments have already taken
stringent measures against the im-—
portation of the plague, but it can
bardly be possible to escape a series
of alarms from this canse during the
next few weeks. The ravages of

are still far more deadly than the
more horrible plague at Bombay.
The victims of the plague are per-
ishing by hundreds daily, but the
victims of hunger succumb by thons-
ands daily. It would be easy to har-
row the hearts of every one possessing
human sympathy by accounts of the
typical sights experienced in the
vast famine disirict, but surely the
appetite for horror in all its forms
has been  satiated throughout
Christendom during the past few
months.

¢ Thus the poison is diffused and
canngt be eradicated except by fire
This explains the efficacy of the old
method-of cleansing by conflagration,
and at the same time the fatility of
isolating the sick asin other infec-
tions diseases. The only thing to
be done is to remove the healthy. It
is stated in the Daily Mail dispatches,
which are the only ones worth read-
ing in the London papers, that large
business houses in Bombay which are
infested by rats have been rendered
untenable by the ravages of the
plague among those vermin. They
die by hundreds in the walls and the
human occupants bhase been com
pelled to vacate the buildings. Itis
not observed thatany larger animals
are subjected to the infection.

“It is sufficient to say that the
gaunt, starving millions of India
are starving at a more rapid rate
than any army ever suffered before
the most deadly engives of destruc-
tion devised by man. The relief
movement is now apparently in full
opperation. The public conscience
and sympathy in this country have
both been fully aroused. The re-
gponse to the appeal is liberal but
utterly impossible. The proportion
of givers to the sufferers is scarcely
more than one in a thousand It
will require the generosity of the
whole world to oppese a real check
to the ravages of hunger in India.”
