MILAM CAUGHT.

SEABOARD'S ABSCONDING CASHIER
IN THE TOILS. .

Had Chosen as His Hiding Place a
Mountain Near Morristown, Tenn.
—Traced by a Detective—Sherifi
Smith Goes Afier the Prisoner.

J. H. Milam, the absconding ticket
agent of the Seaboard Air Line in this
city was fought Sunday afternoon
near Morristown, Tennessee, and was
placed in jail in Morristown.

Sunday afternoon at 4:30 o'clock
Chief of Police Orr received the follow-
ing telegram from Sheriff J. T. Hayes,
sheriff of Hamblen county, Tenn:

W. S ORR, Chief of Police,
. Charlotte, N. C.,

“I have Milam in custody; send re-
ward., Wire instructions immediately.
Nuo requisition papers required.”

In a short while Chief Police Orr re-
ceived the following telegram from the
chief police of Morristown:

“Sheriff here has Milam in his cus-
tody; wire instructions and send
ward. He Is in safe hands.

Signed, J. L. BARTLEY,
Chief Police.
INFORMED BOND COMPANY

Immediately on the receipt of these
telegrams Chief Orr wired the Ameri-
can Bond and Surety Company of Bal-
timore, informing them of Milam's ar-
rest and asked them what they wshed
done in the matter. A reply to this
this fact received Monday morning
shortly after 9 o'clock, asking that an
officer be sent to Morristown and that
Milam be brought to Charlotte.

GONE AFTER MILAM.

Sheriff Smith immediately packed his
grip and left on the Southern’'s vesti-
{ hlue at 9:30 o'clock that morning. He
will reach Morristown at about 8§
weloek that evening and will return
with his prisoner Tuesday night at
sS40 o'clock
! WHERE MILAM HAS BEEN.

From ail informtion in Chief Orr's
Orr's possession it seems  that Milam
went direct fiom Charlotte to  the
C mountains of Tennessee. He must
have gone by way of Salisbury and
Asheville and thence into Tennessee
Being well known in that section of the
State he thought best to hide out in
the mountain section.

He seiected a spot in the
Mountaing, about twelve miles from
Morristown., It seems that he was
rather lavish with his money and had
made many friends ameng the moun-
taineers, who Enew of his trouble and
were always on the wateh for him.

DETECTIVE TRACED HIM.

A detective named Ogburn telegraph-
ed Chief Orr several days ago that
Milam was in hiding in the mountains
near Morristown: that he had a feld
glass and was constantly on the look-
out for all comers. Mr. Ogburn fur-
ther stated that from where Milam was
located he had a splendid view of the
country for six milez in every direction.
and that during clear weather it would
almost impossible for him to  be
cuught. But, as soon as a cloudy day
came so his fleld glass could not be
heneficial to him, it would he an easy
matter to run up on him. So Sunday
must have been the kind of a day
wished for.

MILAM IN JAIL.

Arrived Here Last Night—Jones &
Tillext to Defend Him -The Pris-
oner Admits the Defalcation - Gives
No Reason for the Deed.

J. H. Milam, the defaulting ticket
agent of the Seaboard Air Line arriv-
ed Charlotte Tuesday night in the cus-
tody of Sheriff Smith.

Milam went direct from Charlotte
to Morristown, Tenn., where he re-
mained up to the time of his capture.
He denies most emphatically the sto
ry sent Chief Orr concerning his stay
in the Galor mountains and his con-
stant use of field glasses to prevent
his capture. He states most positives
Iy that he has never been nearer the
mountains than Moriistown. I3 was

his intention, so he =sayvs, of returning
to Charlotte shortly and the only rea-
son why he did not was fear of being
detected by some of those who was
on his trail: that he preferred to re-
main in Morristown and be arrested

ed with the sheriff of Hamblen coun-
ty and that he knew he would not let
him suffer.

Milam acknowledges his wrong do
ings, and seems to rely on his people
to get him out of the trouble.

Capt. Ramseur had a talk with him
this morning, and also went to the
jail! to see him last night.

Milam was rather non-communica-
2ive this morning. At the time Capt.
tamseur was at the jail his wife had
not visited him and he seems to prefer
to wait and have a talk with her be-
fore saying much as to the defense he
expects 1o make.

It is probable that Milam will not
be arraigned befure tomorrow. So far
the American Bond and Surety Com-
pany have not been heard from since
Milam reached Charlotte. They being
the prosecutors it is necessary for
them or their representative to ap-
pear at the trial. As it stands today
there is no prosecutor.

Burwell, Walker & C(Cansler repre-
sent the Scaboard Air Line and it was
through them that the warrant for
his arrest was issued at the instance
of Capt. W. H. Ramseur. Further
than this they know nothing of what
will follow.

Jones & Tillett have bheen spoken to
Ly Milam, and it is probable that this
firm will conduct the defence.

don,” and “October 20, 1818, So, a

Then Governor Evans said McLaurin
had invited him to go in the party
with him, and Mayfield's acceptance of
McLaurin's statement put Congressman
Strait in a false light, he having said
that McLaurin made overtures to him.
Mayfield said he believed both, but
MeLaurin had worked against a State
ﬂrganlzalirm.

\ ‘During McLaurin's speech Congress-
nfan Strait gave his version and many
insisted on his sitting down, and Mec-
Laurin =aid it was bad enough to be
perseculed by three, and Strait had no
husiness intermeddiling. Senator Me-
Laurin spoke with such vehemence that
he fainted on concluding., and nitro-
glycerine tablets had to be given.
